Tender No 065�92/93



A single submission from Kalamunda Toyota for the supply of two Toyota Commuter Buses was received.  However, as Kalamunda Toyota proved competitive at Tender Number 066�92/93, it is considered appropriate to recommend acceptance of the Kalamunda Toyota submission at Tender Number 065�92/93.



There is a  shortfall in budget provision of $6,808.00.  Vehicle purchases through the Plant Replacement Reserve are based on self generating funds. There is currently $31,500.00 accrued for the replacement of these two vehicles and $5,250.00 is being accrued monthly.  Sufficient funds will be available in the Plant Replacement Reserve at the time of delivery to accommodate the changeover price for these two buses.

Tender No: 067�92/93



Council's Mitsubishi Canter being traded on this occasion is a four wheel drive vehicle.  As part of the preparation of the 1992/93 budget, this vehicle was included in the Plant Replacement Programme as a standard three tonne truck, with its replacement vehicle being of similar standard.  There are insufficient funds in the programme to proceed with replacement to 4WD standard.  The current vehicle is still in a satisfactory condition and coupled with the present market situation, the City Parks Manager has agreed that this vehicle be deferred until early in 1993/94.



Tender No 068�92/93



Throughout this financial year, submissions have consistently included higher purchase prices and lower trade values than those budgeted.  Accordingly, it has been necessary to continually review purchases and recommend only those where no benefit would be gained by not accepting tenders and recalling, or where conditions necessitated the exchange.  Overexpenditures have been generally met from either accrued depreciation funds or savings in municipal funds set aside for additional purchases.



Similar to Tender Number 067�92/93 the vehicles are still in relatively good condition and it is appropriate to defer replacement of plant numbers 95 214 and 95 215 to early 1993/94.

Council, at its meeting on 28 April 1992, resolved to accept Graffiti Busters as the contractor for the 1992/93 Bus Shelter Graffiti Control Contract.



The contractor was issued with a detailed description of the contract requirements along with the Council's inventory sheets on 15 July 1992.  Since that date, the contractor has failed to carry out the instructions of inspecting the bus shelters on a regular basis and would only attend to areas after continual requests from Council's supervisors.  On 29 September 1992 a letter was forwarded to the contractor reiterating his lack of performance and a request for improvement.  There was, however, no change in the contractor's performance. A further letter was sent advising the contractor to attend to particular areas and if his performance did not improve, then Council would cancel the Contract.



As a result of this non performance over the summer period, the contractor was issued on 4 March 1992 with a Termination of Contract letter in accordance with the General Conditions of Contract.



The next lowest tenderer, Kleenit, was Council's contractor for the previous financial year and performed satisfactorily.  It is recommended that Kleenit be awarded the contract based on its original tender offer for Items 1�9 for the remainder of the financial year to 30 June 1993.

1	MAJOR WORKS



Hazel Avenue, Quinns Rocks



	This widening and resurfacing project, between Ashley Avenue and Robinson Avenue, is now complete.  Minor remedial works to the Kemp Street sump fencing and asphalt surface have been programmed to be completed before the end of March.



Treetop Avenue, Joondalup



	Recent works has comprised installing kerbside drain outlets on Joondalup Drive, rockspalling, pathway and crossover installations and verge paving.  The Main Roads Department has provided linemarking and signing, effectively bringing this project to completion.



Gnangara Road, Gnangara



	This project involves full width, full depth road reconstruction over a 1360m length, between Priest Road and Alexander Drive.  Stage 1 comprises a 1100m section east of Priest Road, while Stage 2 includes the reconstruction of the Alexander Drive intersection.



	Stage 1 full width sub�base rubble construction is complete from Priest Road to a point 630 metres eastwards.



	A side track over the entire length of Stage 1 is complete and continues to be maintained in a trafficable condition.



	SECWA pole relocations have been undertaken during late February to accommodate the new road profile design.



�	Early April continues to be the target completion date for Stage 1.  The programme for Stage 2 is subject to additional funding as outlined in a separate report.



Lenore Road, Wanneroo



	This reconstruction of Lenore Road and Nicholas Avenue in the vicinity of the intersection of these two streets was completed to a satisfactory sub�base rubble standard during late February.  The emulsion stabilised basecourse is in place and is now being waterbound with spray sealing to follow before mid�March.



	SECWA pole relocations were completed on 4 March 1993.



Sydney Road, Gnangara



	Due to a late refinement to the design of this 1450 metre long reconstruction project between Gnangara Road and Tuscan Way, a delay to the commencement has occurred.

C	WASTE MANAGEMENT



	The domestic rubbish collection service operated under some difficulties during February.  The first of the two major areas of difficulty was problems with truck air�conditioning systems during the hot weather.  This is being addressed with proposed changes to the engine control system and additional insulation of the cabs.  The second problem related to the truck availability due to several old trucks breaking down and commissioning problems with the "Matric" trucks.  The Waste Management team put in a great effort and completed the rubbish collection each day.



	The recycling collection rates have remained high during February.  During March liquid paperbond cartons (ie small cartons) will be added to the list of items collected each fortnight.  This will coincide with a statewide publicity campaign being organised by the carton manufacturers.  The campaign is particularly aimed at getting people to "BRICK" the cartons by folding 5 or 6 cartons and stuffing them into an unfolded carton.  The cartons contain high quality paper fibre that will be recycled to produce office paper.



	The Youth Conservation Corps project to promote waste minimisation, recycling and composting has been approved in principle, subject to funding after the Federal election.



D	SUBDIVISIONAL DEVELOPMENT



	The status of subdivisional development within the City of Wanneroo is shown on Attachment 2.  This attachment highlights the contract value of works and associated number of lots provided for subdivisions completed this financial year, subdivisions commenced since 1 July 1992 and those subdivisions currently under or awaiting construction.

Council requested, at its meeting held on 24 February 1992, that Report H10226 be referred back to the March 1993 Technical Services Committee meeting.



Market research conducted by Insight Research Australia Pty Ltd has been provided  for Council in accordance with the original resolution requiring such data.



In summary, the surveyor interviewed 169 people at the Craigie Shopping Centre.  84% of interviewees supported the signs (Refer Attachment 2).



To assist Council further in determining community/ratepayer attitudes to the signs, an article was inserted in the Wanneroo Times to coincide with the trial that commenced in September 1992.  Interested parties, whether for or against the idea, were invited to call the Engineering Department to lodge comment.  One ratepayer rang opposing introduction and a shopping centre proprietor rang in support.



In view of the significant cost associated with erecting illuminated signs, the majority of applications will be associated with shopping centre. This fact is supported by types erected in other municipalities.



Market surveys present simple statistical evidence that should only form part of a thorough evaluation.



Report H10226 evaluates all the issues involved and is resubmitted as directed.

	SHORTFALL OF FUNDS

		



The reconstruction of Gnangara Road, from east of Priest Road to Alexander Drive, was adopted by Council as part of the 1992/93 Road Construction Budget.



The budget estimate of $500,000 was based on a continuous widening of the road to a 12.4m sealed road on a 13.6m pavement, as shown on Attachment 1.  This was similar to the standard of works undertaken west of Priest Road.  Upon detailed design of the road, in consultation with the Main Roads Department, it was found that, as a result of the heavy commercial vehicular movement, the design had to be modified to improve the safety of the Alexander Drive intersection and provide additional pavement thickness.



Attachment 2 shows the modified Alexander Drive intersection which provides for:



separate right turn and left turn deceleration lanes at the intersection with Alexander Drive.  This proposal requires extra pavement width for the turning lanes and the median strip;



the realignment of the Alexander Drive northern leg to provide a safe crossing for vehicles accessing Lake Gnangara and the adjacent sand quarry.   Agreement has been reached with the owners of the land for right of entry to undertake the roadworks.  Negotiations are in hand for the purchase of the land required for the realignment.



These two modifications will greatly improve the safety of the turning movements within the intersection and are considered essential.



The requirement for a thicker pavement was based on a detailed analysis of the soil characteristics along the road.  Even if the modified intersection detail is deleted and the road constructed, as shown on Attachment 1, the $500,000 will not be sufficient to complete the works to Alexander Drive due to the thicker pavement requirement.



�The cost to reconstruct Gnangara Road, as shown on Attachment 2, is estimated at $610,000.  The current stage of works will be terminated to the west of Alexander Drive intersection.  Reconstruction of the intersection and remaining section of Gnangara Road is subject to the provision of additional funds.  It is possible to defer works to allow funds to be allocated in the 1993/94 Budget.  This is not supported as the condition of Gnangara Road is deteriorating rapidly and the early completion of the reconstruction works is, therefore, recommended.  In addition, an amount of $17,600 has been approved under the Black Spot Programme for modifications to the left turn lane, from Alexander Drive into Gnangara Road.  These funds will be forfeited if the works are not substantially completed by 30 June 1993.



Council approved $150,000 in the Budget for various works associated with the Clarkson Butler Headworks Scheme.  This Scheme has not progressed and Council reallocated $30,000 from this source in December for its contribution towards the installation of traffic signals at the Whitfords Avenue/Gibson Avenue intersection.  It is recommended that this source again be used for a reallocation of $92,400 to enable completion of the Gnangara Road Upgrading Project.



RECOMMENDATION



That:



1.	Council approves the revised scope of works for the upgrading of the Gnangara Road/Alexander Drive intersection, as shown on Attachment 2 to Report No H10307;



the reallocation of funds, from Account No 33110 Various Locations � Clarkson Butler Headworks Scheme to the Gnangara Road Upgrading Project, be referred to Finance and Administrative Resources Committee.

SUBJECT:	TRAFFIC TREATMENTS � CARIDEAN STREET, HEATHRIDGE



		



There has been a long history of residential concern about vehicle speeds on Caridean Street, Heathridge.  Periodically surveys have indicated a trend of increasing vehicle speeds with traffic volumes.  By 1991/92 both the Heathridge and Poseidon Primary School P & C Associations were expressing concern for those children required to cross Caridean Street.  A mid�block pedestrian crossing point was subsequently established in conjunction with the Police Traffic Branch.



The 1992/93 Traffic Management Programme Budget allocated $80,000 to an overall "traffic calming" scheme for Caridean Street, as shown on Attachment 1.  Two roundabouts were to be allocated at the Poseidon Road and Admiral Grove junctions on Caridean Street where significant vehicle turning movements were known to occur.  While Caridean Street is on a Transperth bus route, a standard roundabout configuration will accommodate east/west manoeuvres.



However, in the case of Poseidon Road, Transperth buses currently execute right turn manoeuvres.  Transperth has indicated that there is no viable alternative to this route down Poseidon Road.



This roundabout has now been redesigned to the larger configuration to accommodate the right turn movement.  There is also a need to realign sections of Caridean Street to provide appropriate deflection angles through the roundabout to slow traffic along this street.  Attachments 2 and 3 indicate the comparison in configuration between a standard type roundabout, with no turning movements by buses, and the revised roundabout proposed for Poseidon Road.



The construction estimate for the installation of this modified traffic management strategy, including pedestrian refuge islands and upgraded street lighting, is $110,000, a shortfall of $30,000.



The critical roundabout at this stage is the one proposed at Poseidon Road, as it provides for an urgently needed pedestrian refuge island for children from Poseidon Primary School and has an initial slowing effect on traffic entering Heathridge from Hodges Drive.  This treatment could be constructed with the available funds, with the roundabout at Admiral Grove deferred until 1993/94.  The preferred strategy is, however, to install all the traffic calming devices as a single project.

�

Possible sources of funds to accommodate the shortfall are outline below:



Beltana Road � Pedestrian Refuge Island



	An amount of $13,000 was approved in the Budget for the construction of a pedestrian refuge island in Beltana Road.  Detailed design has indicated extensive widening works to accommodate the island.  The construction estimate is $30,000.  It is not proposed to proceed with this project during this financial year.  It will be listed for consideration in the 1993/94 Budget.



Farrell Way, Padbury � Car Park Embayment



	Council approved funds for the construction of car parking embayments and associated pedestrian facilities in Farrell Way, Padbury, adjoining South Padbury Primary School.  This project is complete and unexpended funds of $6,608 are available for reallocation.



Footpath Maintenance



	The Caridean Street Traffic Management Proposal requires 280m of footpath to be constructed or replaced.  The estimated cost of this item is $10,700 and funds are available for reallocation from the Footpath Maintenance Account.



RECOMMENDATION



That:



1.	Council approves the revised scope of works for the roundabout at the Caridean Street/Poseidon Road intersection, as shown on Attachment 3 to Report No H10308;

SUBJECT:	PETITION REQUESTING CONSTRUCTION OF NOWERGUP ROAD



		



INTRODUCTION



Council, at its February meeting (Item H90212 refers), received a petition from Mrs C Hurt on behalf of the Gibbs Road Action Group requesting that Nowergup Road be gazetted and given a high priority in Council's Road Construction Programme.  The Group is concerned about the risk to the "many school children who are picked up and set down each week day" along Gibbs Road and now want Nowergup Road constructed to help eliminate the need for heavy trucks to use their road.



HISTORY



In February 1989, Council deferred consideration of an application from New Market Limestone Company to establish and operate a limestone quarry on Pt Lot 6 Wesco Road, Nowergup, for a period of six months.  A meeting was subsequently held in May 1989 between Councillors, staff, local residents, local members of Parliament, applicant and other relevant parties to seek a long term solution to the problems anticipated in the operation of the limestone quarries in the area.



A number of residents at the meeting spoke of safety issues relating to truck traffic on Gibbs Road.  These mainly involved trucks speeding, travelling on the wrong side of the road, having unsecured loads and tailgating.  The narrow pavement contributed to the residents' concerns.



The feeling at the meeting was that Gibbs Road should not be upgraded and that EW10, or Nowergup Road, should be constructed to alleviate existing problems and provide for the future increased extraction of the acknowledged valuable limestone resources within the area.  The residents were not against quarrying but insisted that the road system be provided to cater for it.



As a result of the meeting, Sinclair Knight & Partners Pty Ltd was commissioned by Council in September 1989 to undertake a preliminary design of EW10, from Mitchell Freeway to Wesco Road, in order to determine land requirements.  Wherever possible, the road design was to be prepared to accommodate existing road  reserves and minimise any disruption to existing services, buildings and other lot improvements along the alignment.  As 

�part of the study, it was found that the existing intersection of Wesco Road and Gibbs Road is an unacceptable arrangement.  An alternative staggered "T" intersection was suggested by the Consultant.



Public information sessions, hosted by Swan Portland Cement Ltd as part of the Consultative Environmental Review for the proposed Quickline Plant on Pt Lot 7, Wesco Road, Nowergup, were subsequently held, in January 1991.  Participants again generally supported the construction of EW10.  There has, however, been no agreement from adjoining landowners to provide land and contribute towards the construction of EW10.  In addition, the quickline plant proposed by Swan Portland Cement Ltd has been relocated to an alternative site on its land holding and its interest in EW10 has waned.



OPTIONS



There are three ways the truck traffic on Gibbs Road from the quarries could be addressed:



Construction of EW10



	The construction of EW10 will provide the long term solution to the current concern about heavy trucks using Gibbs Road.  This is a high cost option and will involve protracted negotiations for land to accommodate the road.



	In order to obtain an accurate figure on the cost of acquiring all required land, a proper valuation assessment should be undertaken.  However, in an effort to establish an "order of magnitude" of anticipated land costs, a figure of $40,000 per ha will be adopted for this exercise (based upon advice received from the Valuer General's Office and several valuers).

	The high cost needs to be considered in light of Council's other road construction priorities.  Funds could, however, be allocated in the 1993/94 Budget to commence the land acquisition programme.



Construction of Nowergup Road on Current Alignment



	A rural type road with 6.1 metre pavement and shoulders along the existing alignment could be considered as an option.  There would, however, be a requirement for land acquisition to realign sharp bends in the current road reserve and provide the staggered "T" intersection at Wesco Road/Gibbs Road, as recommended by Council's engineering consultant.  The narrow road reserve would allow for minimum earthworks and the resulting standard of road may not be conducive to truck movements.  Trucks may therefore still use Gibbs Road as the preferred route to Wanneroo Road.

�	A detailed survey evaluation and preliminary design would be required to determine a preliminary cost estimate for this road.  While these items have not been undertaken, the cost estimate is considered to be in the order of $300,000 � $400,000.



	The low traffic volumes in Gibbs Road, combined with the relatively high cost of this road and the small benefits, would give this project a low priority in Council's Road Construction Programme.



Traffic Calming of Gibbs Road



	In the short term, while land acquisition for EW10 is proceeding, it may be possible to install traffic calming devices in Gibbs Road to slow truck traffic to the posted speed limit of 60 Km/h and provide a safer environment for residents of Gibbs Road.  It would be desirable to involve a number of interested Gibbs Road residents in a Study Group with Engineering Department staff to determine the preferred strategy for this road.  This Group could make recommendations to Council in May/June to allow funding provision in the 1993/94 Budget.



CONCLUSION



The construction of EW10 remains the long term solution to the problem of truck traffic in Gibbs Road, Nowergup.  Substantial land acquisition is required for the project and protracted negotiations can be expected.  Once the basic raw materials in this area have been extracted, it is likely that the larger land holdings will be subdivided into smaller lots.  At that time, Council will be able to impose development conditions to enable gazettal and construction of EW10.



Construction of a pavement in the existing road reservation is not favoured since the achievable standard would not be sufficiently high to attract truck traffic off Gibbs Road and the investment would be lost when the ultimate EW10 is constructed to a higher standard.  In the short term, it is considered that the traffic calming of Gibbs Road is considered the preferred option.



RECOMMENDATION



That Council:



1.	lists funds, in the 1993/94 Budget, to commence the land acquisition programme for EW10;



2.	forms a Study Group comprising representatives of the Gibbs Road Action Group and Council's Engineering Department officers to examine appropriate traffic calming measures for Gibbs Road.

Council resolved at its February meeting that a report be resubmitted to Technical Services Committee on the recommendations made by the South West Duncraig Traffic Management Group for traffic calming treatments with particular reference to Chessell Drive.



A Local Area Traffic Management Study for South West Duncraig commenced in February 1991.  In March 1991 the South West Duncraig Traffic Study Group met for the first time.  This Group was formed following a series of advertisements in the local paper seeking public participation in a traffic study.  South West Duncraig residents interested in traffic management were encouraged to join or contribute information on problem areas.



A Committee of twenty�one local residents was formed.  Representation was restricted to two residents per street.  The Marmion/Sorrento Duncraig Ratepayers' Association and the Poynter Primary School P & C Association were each invited to nominate a representative.  Monthly meetings were held between March 1991 and July 1992 with Engineering Department staff to identify traffic concerns and solutions.



Traffic Study Objectives



The traffic study objectives were defined as:



Improve overall safety for pedestrians, cyclists and vehicular traffic.



	Control traffic speeds.



Encourage traffic movements in accordance with road hierarchy and quantify the effects on traffic volumes of any recommended changes to the road layout.



Maintain reasonable levels of resident, public transport and service access.



Control and regulate parking in the area.



Identify specific traffic hazards and possible solutions.



The Committee initially determined a range of traffic treatment options on which South West Duncraig residents' opinions were sought.  A questionnaire, including brief explanatory notes and sketches, was circulated to some 1,510 residences.  A response rate of 32% or 483 replies was achieved.



�The Committee also considered a number of written comments returned with the questionnaire replies.  Individual Committee members subsequently carried out further resident surveys on particular options.



A detailed report on the South West Duncraig Traffic Study Group findings was presented to the July 1992 meeting of Council (Item G10709 refers).  The recommendations from this meeting and current status of action on these recommendations are outlined below:



That Council:



1	receives the report of the South West Duncraig Traffic Study;



2	constructs parking embayments on the south side of Griffell Way, as shown on Attachment 5 to  Report No G10709;



	ACTION



	The parking embayments were constructed during February



3	installs "NO PARKING CARRIAGEWAY OR VERGE, 8.15AM TO 9.15AM, 3.00PM TO 4.00PM MONDAY TO FRIDAY" signs on the northern side of Griffell Way from Poynter Drive to the western boundary of the third residence, as shown on Attachment 5 to Report No G10709, subject to liaison with the affected residents;



	ACTION



	The parking prohibition signs were installed during early March following the construction of the parking embayments in Griffell Way.



4	does not carry out any traffic treatments on Chessell Drive



5	requests the Police Department to undertake surveillance patrols of Chessell Drive between 6.30am and 8.00am and 4.30pm and 6.00pm.

	

	ACTION

	Surveillance patrols were carried out during peak hour periods between 28 August and 24 September 1992 resulting in two minor traffic offences being detected, of which two related to vehicles exceeding the speed limit.  Traffic was reported to be very light and consisted mainly of local residents.  The Chessell Drive area will receive continual attention by local traffic officers during the course of normal patrols.



6	repositions the lighting for greater effect at the eastern corner of Bernedale Way and installs lighting at the corner of Bernedale Way and Greenlaw Street;

		MRD has not installed a "GIVE WAY" sign as visibility is considered satisfactory at this T-junction.

		"STOP" signs were not considered justified by MRD at these intersections.  However, a "GIVE WAY" holding line and symbolic "T�JUNCTION AHEAD" sign on Glenbar Road were installed to enhance driver awareness of Regulation 609 of the Road Traffic Code, reinforcing the T�junction role.



	(e)	install white line pavement markings in Granadilla Street at the Poynter Drive junction in Greenlaw Street at the Bernedale Way junction and in Bernedale Way at the Poynter Drive junction;



		ACTION



		"GIVE WAY" holding lines with a double barrier approach lining were installed by MRD at the Bernedale Way/Poynter Drive intersection and Granadilla Street/Poynter Drive intersection.  However, the intersection of Greenlaw Street/Bernedale Way did not justify such a treatment according to MRD guidelines.

�Council approved $100,000 in the 1992/93 Budget for the implementation of the traffic measures.  The Study Group recommended that the approved traffic treatments should be prioritised according to finance and manpower availability. A summary of the traffic treatments and cost estimates is outlined below:

It is likely that the full $100,000 will be required to complete the above works and further funding will need to be considered for the upgrading of street lighting in Poynter Drive.



Chessell Drive



The Traffic Study Group recommended that no traffic treatments be carried out on Chessell Drive except for the realignment of the eastern footpath between Poynter Drive and Truslove Way.  The estimated cost of this work is $16,000.  This footpath project was not approved by Council.



The alignment of the existing footpath in Chessell Drive was determined by Council in 1988 (Item C10324 refers) in response to a petition from street residents opposing the initial construction works.



At that time it was considered that the footpath construction was warranted to cater for safe pedestrian movements relating to internal accessways, the extensive range of recreational facilities on Percy Doyle Reserve, residential development on the western side of Chessell Drive and the future commercial development on the corner of Beach Road and Marmion Avenue.

�

The majority of Chessell Drive residents' support is for the staged treatment of Chessell Drive, as shown on Attachment 1 with initial construction of island nib "parking embayments" along the existing carriageway, together with cycleway shoulders and, following a monitoring period, the installation of single lane roundabouts at the junctions of Burragah Way and the Percy Doyle Reserve access road.



It has been indicated that the households immediately in front of the proposed roundabouts have also not opposed this treatment.



The proposed treatment of the island nib parking embayment and single lane roundabouts in Chessell Drive received little overall community support in the questionnaire.  The proposed treatment of Chessell Drive has been an ongoing contentious issue and Council has previously considered a number of reports on the future status of this road.



It is recognised that the traffic capacity of Chessell Drive appears to be in excess of the expected volumes.  Chessell Drive was constructed by the land developer as a dual carriageway due to the proposed District Shopping Centre at Marmion Avenue and Beach Road.  Based on the revised development that is occurring, a dual carriageway appears no longer warranted. The low volumes of 1,500 vehicles per day recorded on this high capacity road can also encourage speed.  The main concern with the traffic behaviour in Chessell Drive is the speed of motorists.  The street residents' proposal to reduce the dual carriageway standard to a single lane in each direction, with island nib parking embayments and roundabout treatments at junctions if warranted, is a practical and cost effective traffic management approach.  Street resident members have pointed out that the installation of the island nib embayments along Chessell Drive are similar to the cost of the footpath relocation proposal.



However, this road treatment option was not supported by the community at large.



The current costs indicate that all budgeted funds will be required to complete the approved projects.  As these projects are incomplete there are no funds available from the South West Duncraig Traffic Management Project for expenditure on Chessell Drive.  Funding would, therefore, need to be considered in the Draft 1993/94 Budget.



In comparison to other collector roads within this City, priority treatments of roundabouts and traffic islands are listed for those roads that carry volumes of traffic over 4,500 vehicles per day, have a number of reported midblock accidents, a high component of through traffic and significant pedestrian crossing movements related to schools, shopping centre and recreation facilities.



On this criteria, Chessell Drive would have a medium ranking for traffic improvements and could not be recommended as a Budget priority.

The Department of Transport has approved the payment of a subsidy totalling $3,080 for the erection of four bus shelters this financial year.



In the 1992/93 Budget, Council allocated $25,300 (inclusive of a Government Grant for $3,000) for the manufacture and erection of bus shelters.  The revised amount of $25,380 allows for twelve shelters to be supplied.



The recommended sites are listed on Attachment 1 to this report.  They have been inspected with representatives from the Main Roads Department, Department of Transport and Transperth.



The following sites were rejected as the placement of a shelter would severely impede drivers accessing neighbouring properties.



	�	96 and 98 Gradient Way, Beldon



	�	55B Treetop Avenue, Edgewater � (would also obscure vision when entering Treetop Avenue from Emerald Way)



	�	Wanneroo Road, Wanneroo � west side, south of Hepburn Avenue adjoining BP Service Station, Lot 1 (37) Canham Way, Greenwood.



In addition, a shelter was requested at the bus stop adjoining 857 Wanneroo Road, Wanneroo.  A bus embayment has been constructed at this stop and leaves insufficient verge space to allow shelter erection.  Placement would also obstruct the vision of motorists accessing neighbouring properties.



Residents also requested the erection of a shelter adjoining Emerald Park at the corner of Emerald Way and Harvest Loop.  Transperth advised that this stop will be deleted with the introduction of the railway.



Due to the introduction of the Northern Railway System, a number of bus routes have been altered.  Transperth has outlined that four stops, housing bus shelters, have been deleted.  These shelters will be relocated to stops where residents have requested shelters this financial year.  Attachment 2 refers.  The cost of these relocations will be accommodated through Account No 27821 Bus Shelter Relocation and Maintenance.

�

The first shelter listed (Warburton Avenue, Padbury, adjoining Padbury Shopping Centre) was listed in the Recreation Department's Mural Arts Programme and displays a bush scene.  It is proposed that this shelter be relocated to a high profile area where residents can appreciate the mural and it can be tested against outbreaks of graffiti.  The suggested site, Moore Drive (south side, first stop after Joondalup Drive) is a major entry road into Joondalup and also adjoins the Joondalup Sports Complex.



Mr J McCumiskey, the City's Cultural Planning and Development Co�ordinator, has requested that a letter drop be conducted to residents in Padbury who provided input into the design of this mural, the purpose being to thank them for their involvement and to advise of the proposed site for relocation.



Allowing for the purchase of four (4) new bus shelters, funds provide for a further eight new shelters.  It is suggested that these sites be determined once the Northern Railway System is fully operational.  Transperth anticipates that the usage of bus stops will alter, resulting in the increase of patronage at some stops and a decrease at others.  Changing usage patterns will result in further bus shelter requests.  A report will be submitted to Council prior to the conclusion of the 1992/93 financial year.



RECOMMENDATION



That Council endorses the installation of four new bus shelters at the locations shown at Attachment 1 to Report No H10311 as part of the 1992/93 Bus Shelter Installation Programme.

A claim for compensation was received in January 1993 from the resident of 2 Hyacinth Close, Heathridge, regarding the flooding of his house.



The flooding was caused by an overflow from the sump at the low point of Hyacinth Close.  Investigation has revealed that this sump has insufficient capacity to store longer duration, heavier intensity storms.



The sump was originally constructed during subdivision development and is sufficient to hold 10 hours of the 1 in 100 year storm (1800m3).  This was in excess of the design requirement at that time.  Current design standards require storage for 24 hours of the 1 in 100 year storm at this location (7800 m3 total).



Significant enlargement of the existing sump is not possible due to the adjacent residential properties.  Similarly, sufficient stormwater flows cannot be diverted to adjacent catchments, thereby reducing the required volume.



The proposed solution is to construct a pump station and pressure pipe link to pump the excess stormwater from the existing sump site to the grassed park adjacent to Larkspur Place (refer Attachment 1).



An unfenced basin (as shown on Attachment 2) or a fenced sump (as shown on Attachment 3) will be required in this park.  Both options will have a significant visual impact and may affect park users.



The unfenced basin is the preferred option since the entire park will still be available for public use.  Periodic waterlogging of the basin's low point during winters is expected.  Significant flooding would only occur when the pumps were operating, typically once per year.



An alternative site for stormwater disposal is available on Poseidon Road opposite Cormorant Court (shown on Attachment 1).  This option would be more expensive and would require approximately 30% of this reticulated reserve for drainage purposes.  This option is therefore not supported.



�RECOMMENDATION



That Council approves the construction of the drainage retention basin in Larkspur Park, as shown on Attachment 2 to        Report No  H10312.

In November 1991, a site instruction was served on the owners of Lot 64 (5) Thimble Court, Ocean Reef, for constructing a masonry fence forward of the building line without the required 1500 truncations from the driveway to the boundary in accordance with Councils By�laws relating to Fencing and Private Tennis Court Floodlighting.



Despite several site visits, correspondence and discussions with the owners, no attempt has been made to bring the fence into compliance.  If an accident occurs because the truncations have not been provided, Council could be liable if it does not pursue conformity with its by�laws.

An inspection of the Lot 262 (4) Lewis Court, Padbury, revealed a retaining wall which is collapsing.  Councils records indicate the wall was constructed in 1977.



Site instructions requesting engineers details and remedial works were served on the owners of the property and the adjoining owners of Lot 260 (20) MacGregor Drive, Padbury.

 

New owners have now taken over the property and are questioning their liability through their solicitors. No action has been taken to comply with the requisitions of the site instructions.



The walls are currently propped but could completely collapse without warning and cause injury to any person in the vicinity of the walls.

PRE�USED FENCING



Lot 205 (225) Sydney Road, GNANGARA�The concrete retaining wall on the lower lot in MacGregor Drive, which was constructed between 1973 and 1977, without Council approval is badly cracked. The wall in Lewis Court appears that it may not have been constructed in accordance with the approved details.

An inspection of the property at Lot 205 (225) Sydney Road, Gnangara revealed that the owners have erected second hand fibre cement fencing.



Apart from the use of the second hand fencing which is in contravention of Council's By�laws relating to Fencing and Private Tennis Court Floodlighting, the material contains asbestos.



Despite the service of a site instruction to remove the dangerous material and advice as to how it should be removed, the owners have made no attempt to remove it.

��BUILDING CONTROL ACTIVITY



This month 579 building applications were received and        569 building licenses were prepared for issue.  Eleven site instructions for building infringements were issued and thirteen matters were satisfactorily resolved.

The President of the Bunyip Toy Library Inc has written seeking Council assistance to provide suitable premises and finance for a storage building to be located at Calectasia Hall, Greenwood.



The Bunyip Toy Library advises it provides an educational service to 25 families in the City of Wanneroo and operates from a member's loungeroom.  The library wishes to expand the service to cater for 50 or more families but this is not possible until suitable premises are established.  This compares with Council's Toy library at Kingsley Community Centre which caters for approximately 150 care givers and approximately 700 children.



The proposal is for a colorbond shed, 6000x 6000 x 2400 high, with a concrete floor and roller door.  The quotation the library has obtained is for $3,290.  Additional costs for siteworks, water if required, power and any plumbing would also be included.



There are a number of concerns with this proposal.  A metal Shed is not a secure facility, particularly when it stores valuable items.  The Calectasia Hall has also been a prime target for vandalism.



While the provision of toy libraries may be a worthwhile community service, it is not established as a Council responsibility, particularly when it only serves a relatively small group.  None�the�less, support for the Toy Library should be considered in conjunction with all the Childrens' Services the Council is involved in.



The Warwick Leisure Centre Facilities Manager has been trying to find a space within one of the Council Buildings for the Bunyip Toy Library Inc.  At the time of writing this report, no place has been found.



Accordingly, it is proposed that Council defers consideration of the request for assistance for the provision of a shed, and advises the Bunyip Toy Library Inc it has referred the matter to the Council's Childrens' Services Advisory Committee.

Turf Wickets

Senior and Junior Cricket Country Week was held during January and good reports have been received on the condition of the wicket and grounds.



WEED CONTROL

In�house Spray Unit

Surrounds of Council buildings and facilities have been sprayed in the East and West Zones.



Contract Weed Control

Caltrop control was carried out according to an updated plan supplied to the contractor.



Lovegrass control was carried out on the major roads, ie Wanneroo Road, Hepburn Avenue, Whitfords Avenue and Ocean Reef Road.



A special Lovegrass control project was completed to eradicate this weed from Marmion/Sorrento and Hillarys.   This project will be followed up in future seasons and hopefully will be extended to other areas.



PLAYGROUND EQUIPMENT

LEAP (Landcare & Environment Action Program) Projects

Caledonia Park, Currambine, is currently being developed by Beaumaris Land Sales Pty Ltd as part of the 10% public open space allocation for Currambine.



During the concept planning and design phase undertaken jointly by Cossill & Webley, Consulting Engineers and Landscape Enterprises, Landscape Consultants, Parks Department officers insisted there be a car park and toilet facility shown.



Various designs were produced by the consultants between January 1992 and the final accepted plan submitted and approved on 6 July 1992.   The approved plan (see Attachment 1) indicated the park facilities located off Caledonia Avenue near the roundabout.



The consultants were verbally requested, on various occasions, to instal signage indicating the proposed site for facilities.   On 18 February 1993 signage was installed by the Parks Department to identify the proposed sites.



Mrs M Dyson of 2 Westwind Place immediately contacted Council departments and advised that the incorrect information was imparted to her during the land purchase period by the developers representatives on site.



The representative was quoting from a plan submitted in May 1992 which fails to show any facilities.



Mr T Norton, Beaumaris Land Sales Area Manager, has been contacted to ensure the correct approved plan is shown in future.   Unfortunately this does not help the existing residents.  Beaumaris Land Sales have been requested to address the problem by the submission of an alternative design for the provision of car park and toilet facilities.

�





The developer will be requested to bear any additional site costs that may be incurred by Council if relocation to another site on the public open space is accepted.   Sufficient area is available within the public open space which was retained as natural bush due to the existing land form, eg solid limestone base.   Costs for development within the remaining bushland area will be considerably higher than the approved site.



Should the existing approved site be retained Council may request a letter of acceptance from the affected residents following their discussions with Beaumaris Land Sales representatives.



It is proposed to proceed with vesting of this public open space with Council in the 1994/95 financial year.

The Parks Department has received requests from the Acting Principal of Woodvale High School located in Woodvale Drive and the Principal of Woodvale Primary School in Trappers Drive, for the provision of materials to instal verge reticulation.



Woodvale High School



Recent road works abutting the High School's south eastern boundary have highlighted a deficiency in the school's perimeter reticulation system.



Reticulation is required to enable coverage of an area of approximately 140 square metres, which would connect to the school's existing system.



The estimated cost of materials is $1,100 with all installation and maintenance being undertaken by the school gardener.



Woodvale Primary School



The north east corner at the junction of Trappers and Timberlane Drives is currently a dry and dusty area adjoining the school boundary.



The Provision of additional reticulation and grassing is requested for an area of approximately 250 square metres.



The school has currently extended reticulation along part of Trappers Drive verge, but is experiencing regular theft and damage.



The estimated reticulation cost is $1,400 and grassing $620.



Council's current unofficial policy is to require any verge reticulation costs to be borne by the requesting organisation, whether it be a retirement village or residential type facility.

�



Assistance with the provision of reticulation may increase Council's exposure to requests from organisations such as schools who are responsible for the total maintenance of their verges.



RECOMMENDATION



That Council rejects the proposals for assistance to provide materials for verge reticulation and notifies the schools accordingly.

Residents from Mindarie have submitted a 150 signature petition to the Parks Department expressing concern about the lack of a play area for children.   51 of these signatories are residents of the area.



A copy of the petition has also been forwarded to Mindarie Estates Management for comment.



Residents and Councillor W Smith had previously contacted the Parks Department regarding the Mindarie Public Open Space and the following action was undertaken:



A meeting was held on 10 February 1993 with residents and Beneficial Finance Representative, Mr Simon Holthouse, to discuss the development of public open space in Mindarie.



Resident spokesperson Mrs Lynn O'Grady outlined the residents' concern regarding the provision of public open space suitable for active sports.   Simon Holthouse outlined the current status of development within the area and highlighted the areas of future development.



Development of residential cells has been proposed as per Attachment 1.   This program would enable development of the public open space in conjunction with the Primary School in approximately 1998/99, depending on land sales.



Attachment 2 outlines the public open space within the suburb.



1	Kinsale Park

Maintained in conjunction with residents as a bushland park.   Currently subject of an environmental study.



2	Rare Tree Park

	Proposed public open space to safeguard small clump of Eucalypts.



3	Small Public Open Space

	Developer has indicated he may develop this in conjunction with surrounding residential Lots (not confirmed).

�

4	Coastal Public Open space

	Incorporates coastal access path from Quinns Rocks to marina complex.



5	This is the area residents request be developed to satisfy the immediate needs of the community.



	This public open space is 4.7 ha in area and it is proposed to include an active area, club rooms and toilet block for normal sports use.



	The site is limestone base and will require .5 metres cover of sand prior to any development works.   Development of this area is not currently listed within the Parks Department 5 year plan.



Meeting Recommendation

It was proposed by Mr D Cluning, Acting City Parks Manager, at the meeting that the developer instals a "half court" facility to satisfy the immediate play requirements for residents.   This would comprise a hard surface area suitable for ball sports, ie basketball/cricket and possibly half court tennis.   This area could also be used for roller skating or blades.



Mr Simon Holthouse was requested to consult with the owners to identify if funds could be made available;  estimated cost $30,000 for total suggested area, $15,000 for basic area.



Resident representatives accepted the proposal as an interim measure on the clear understanding the total public open space development was the preferred option.



Mr Simon Holthouse will report back to Mr D Cluning and residents in due course.



No further information is available from Mr S Holthouse at this stage.

Beaumaris Land Sales Landscape Consultants have discussed with Parks Department Officers, their proposal to construct a "pocket park" in Oakland Hills Boulevard in Currambine Stage 8.



This public open space is 3060m2 in area and designed around a "toddlers maze" theme incorporating low 600mm high fenced features and sand pits and pathways of stabilised earth.   Community groups and schools will decorate the fence panels in accordance with graphic artist Paula Hart.



The panels are designed to allow 3�5 year old children to move through a maze, but still be observed by an adult from the observation type area.



Plans will be displayed at the Technical Services Committee meeting to enable Councillors to visualise the concept.   Development of this public open space within the concept reduces Council's general turf maintenance costs, but an increase in general maintenance may occur.   It is anticipated that the overall maintenance cost will be similar.



Beaumaris Land Sales have indicated construction could commence during May/June 1993 following design approval by the City Parks Manager.

Council at its meeting on 24 February 1993 requested that a report be submitted to the Technical Services Committee suggesting suitable penalties which could be imposed for contravening the Tree Preservation Act.



The City Planner has previously submitted reports E20255, E20944 and F10941 relating to Tree Preservation and Council's options in regard to enforcement.   Paragraph 3 Report E20944 outlines various Councils studied which indicate penalties ranging from $500�$2,000 per tree.



The City of Wanneroo's existing TPS 1 and the draft DPS No 2 have provision for conservation of an object of natural beauty with various clauses to determine compensation, but no penalty applies for illegal removal.



Standards Australia have distributed to Local Authorities for comment a draft for tree amenity valuation.   This documents a method for valuation of trees in the urban environment.   The standard, when adopted, will have application in enabling value judgements to decide whether a tree is to be removed or retained subject to statutory and regulatory requirements.   



This valuation method was applied to the trees submitted for registration as significant as an exercise to test the proposed standards method with the perceived value assessed by Parks Department Technical Officers (see attachment 1).   The resulting valuations may appear very high, but when "replacement" is considered the valuations are realistic.



Acceptance of the standard valuation within a legal jurisdiction has previously been difficult due to the variety of valuation methods applied.   Final adoption of the Australian Standard tree amenity valuation will enable the industry and Council to place a legally enforceable penalty on removal or damage to significant trees.

�

The standard will encompass significant trees registered with the National Trust and Tree Society, but applies minimal application to trees within a parcel of land listed for subdivision.   Retention at subdivision design stage has been initiated by Council officers to ensure vegetation worthy of retention is conserved.   This method also has no penalty and is dependent on developer/Council agreement.



Summary



Public awareness is considered the best method of tree preservation and maintaining areas of natural beauty.



This method has recently proved effective in Edgewater and Duncraig and when adoption of the Standards code for tree amenity valuation occurs penalties will be enforceable.
