
Ocean Reef Boat Harbour Parking Permits 

Conditions of Issue and Use 

The City of Joondalup provides the 

opportunity to apply for and Ocean Reef Boat 

Harbour Parking Permit. 

The permit allows a driver to park a vehicle, which has 

a boat trailer attached, in the Ocean Reef Boat 
Harbour car park without payment of the daily fee. 

The following conditions apply to the issue and use 

of Ocean Reef Boat Harbour. 

General Conditions 

Permits will be valid for a period of twelve (12) 

months. 

A permit must be displayed on the dashboard with 

all details of the permit clearly visible from outside, 

and in front of the vehicle. 

The permit is only valid when a vehicle, displaying a 

permit, is attached to the boat trailer to which that 

permit relates. 

Boat trailers are not permitted to be parked when 

unattached to a vehicle. 

Application Conditions 

A fully completed Ocean Reef Boat Harbour parking 

permit application form must be submitted for every 

permit required. 

Applications can be submitted for any number of 

permits each year. 

Each permit will incur a fee, as identified in the 

schedule of Fees and Charges , however the City 

reserves the right to limit the number of permits 

issued. 

Senior/Pension Card Discounted Fee 

Conditions 

Applicants for discounted fees must provide the 

following additional information with their application: 

1. A copy of their current WA Seniors Card or

Commonwealth Seniors Health Card.

2. Proof of residence in the City of Joondalup.

If not the owner occupier of a property in the City of 

Joondalup, the applicant must include one of the 

following documents to identify their residency. 

• Existing lease agreement; or
• Current WA Drivers License; or
• Recent gas or electricity account.

General Information 

Any permit which is not in its original condition, as 

issued by the City, will not be valid and vehicles 

displaying such a permit may incur an infringement. 

Failure to comply with these conditions may result in 

the cancellation of the permit. Where this occurs, the 

permit holder may have all permits cancelled and no 

further permits will be issued. 

Renewal of lost, stolen or damaged permits will incur a 

fee to cover the cost of the replacement.
