It will be recalled that the Olympic Kingsway Soccer Club gave Council an undertaking to pay its outstanding debt in full on the sale of "Olympic House".





At a meeting held with the Club's representative Mr Nick Trandos, the Mayor, Acting Town Clerk, City Treasurer and Revenue Accountant on 27/09/93, Mr Trandos reaffirmed the club's commitment to pay Council in full on sale of the property.

While the Club advised in December 1993 that it had a purchaser for the house, settlement had not been effected at the time of writing this report.  Interest (at National Australia Bank base rate of 9.2%) is being levied on the outstanding balance effective 1 October 1993. In a recent discussion with the Town Clerk, Nick Trandos advised that the Club had decided to withdraw the property from sale in an effort to enhance the presentation, thus making it more attractive to prospective purchasers.





At its 22 December 1993 meeting Council resolved to grant the Club an extension until 15 January 1994 for payment of the outstanding amount.

While the Club is honouring its weekly payment programme of $500.00 it will take approximately a year to clear the current debt.





The Club is incurring lease fees and utility charges of approximately $21,000 per year.  Given its $500 weekly payment programme it will take four years to clear the Club's debt.





The Club paid $1,000.00 in November 1993 and $1,000.00 on 1 December 1993. A further $2,000.00 was paid on 7 January 1994, thus reducing the outstanding debt to $18,105.18.





At a meeting held on 18 October 1993 between Council and Club representatives the Club advised it was having difficulty in meeting Council's lease payments (currently $18,272.00 per annum) and sought assistance in this area.





The Club was advised that its original self supporting loan repayment programme of $21,557.76 per annum was too onerous and was restructured effective 1 July 1989 to $16,000 per annum with reviews every 3 years in accordance with CPI movements.

At a meeting held on 23 August 1993 between Council and Club representatives the Club advised it was having difficulty in meeting Council's loan repayments and sought assistance in this area.





The Club was advised that the original repayments of $5,724.05 per year on its self supporting loan over 20 years were too onerous. As a consequence in June 1988 the loan was restructured to $3,000 per year for the first 6 years $6,000 for the next 8 years and $8,000 for the last 8 years.





This restructuring was to assist the Club in making its loan repayments more manageable.

In accordance with Commonwealth Government funding arrangements, the Commonwealth funds were directed to the Quinns Rocks Bowling Club, which subsequently appropriated $30,000 on improvements to the building. The remaining $30,000 was forwarded to Council leaving  $30,000 currently outstanding.





Following several meetings with Council, the Club held a special meeting of members on 12 December 1993 at which the following motion was approved by an almost unanimous vote:�





	"That repayment of the debt of $30,000 due to the City of Wanneroo be initiated by imposition of a levy of $25.00 per registered member at 1st July 1994, with funds to be held on Special Trust A/c pending settlement not later than 31st July 1994.  Similar levies to be imposed at 1st July 1995 and 1996, with provision for annual review thereafter."





The Club advises that the essence of these repayment arrangements provides for a firm commitment of approximately $6,500 per annum (based on current membership) with provision for accelerated repayment thereafter on the anticipated improvement of the Club's financial position.





The Club has been advised that as Council goes into recess in January 1994, it will not be possible for Council to consider its proposal until its next meeting on 9 February 1994.





Council needs to address whether interest should be charged on this account.  From a consistency viewpoint, given that interest is being charged to both Olympic Kingsway Soccer Club and Sorrento Soccer Club, it is suggested that interest be charged at the National Australia Bank base rate � currently 9.2% per annum.

In the 1991/92 year, Council recognised the need for storage facilities at the Warrandyte clubrooms and allocated $15,000 in the budget for the project.  The clubrooms were of poor design and in need of storage facilities.





The project was to be funded on a $ for $ basis with Council and the Whitford Recreation Association.  The Whitford Recreation Association had an internal agreement with the clubs who would use the facilities to contribute towards the Association's 50% cost of the project.





The project was completed in the 1992/93 year at a cost of $15,100.00 and the Whitford Recreation Association was charged $7,550.00, being 50% of the total cost.  The Association paid $3,000 being what it considered was its contribution towards the project and approached the other storage facility users for the balance.  The other users have indicated that no agreement to contribute towards this project was entered into and are reluctant to make any contribution.





Normally the City of Wanneroo requests full payment of any contributions prior to a project being commenced.  In this case payment of the contribution was not requested and no firm commitment was obtained from the Whitford Recreation Association.





It is suggested that as there was no firm commitment for the contribution towards the project and because of the great need for the storage facilities, the balance outstanding of $4,550.00 be written�off.
