Council is in receipt of a submission from the Vietnam Veterans Association, seeking financial assistance towards its convention to be held in Launceston from 14 to 18 August 1996.  It is expected that 10,000 persons will be in attendance with the overall theme being "Family Reunion � 30 Years On".



In support of its application, the Association states:�



	Concept:	The concept of the event is to bring together the Vietnam Family and provide a forum for Veterans and their families to air their concerns and enable these to be presented to government.  It will be a gathering of Vietnam Veterans, Vietnam Veteran Association members and government representatives to create a better understanding of the Vietnam situation and its legacies; and in so doing raise the profile of the Vietnam Veteran, who in the near future, with an aging group of World War II and Korean veterans, will represent the Australian Veteran.



	Objectives:	1.	To gather as many Veterans and their families together to discuss their mutual problems.



			2.	To provide a forum for both formal and semi�formal meetings to discuss the difficulties experienced by the VV's and their families.



			3.	To conduct workshops and seminars in conjunction with the Vietnam Veterans Association, Vietnam Counselling Service and Department of Veteran Affairs to facilitate those discussions.



			4.	To provide a forum for representation to government.

�			5.	To establish an ongoing forum for the Vietnam Veterans Association of Australia to gather data from its members and thus provide better membership services and ground roots representation to government.



			6.	To raise the profile of the Vietnam Veterans so that they may take their rightful place in the near future as the Australian Veteran.



			7.	To provide a venue for Veterans to meet comrades, and for them and their families to share experiences for the betterment of all concerned.

	The Association advises that government funding for the event is extensive, with $150,000 being offered from the Tasmanian State Government.  Unlike Vietnam Veteran gatherings, a registration fee will be levied to establish a user pays policy for future events.  This fee will cover catering and administration.  Sponsorship funding will be utilised to cover the cost of seminars, workshops, entertainment, transport and particularly, marketing.



	There are 55,000 Vietnam Veterans throughout Australia.  The first formal recognition of this group by Australians was the inaugural march and reunion in Sydney in 1987.



The organisation  considers that a donation from this Council, amounting to 3¢ per ratepayer, will make a significant contribution and allow it to provide fitting recognition of this City's support.



Should Council accede to this request, the donation would be $2,250 (75,000 ratepayers x 3¢).



On balance, it would seem that Council should contribute to the cause, however, only to the extent of $750.

Gross rental valuations have been received from the Valuer General's Office for the first twelve houses to be built in Joondalup City North.



Pursuant to Council's Town Planning Scheme, the area of Joondalup City North is zoned Joondalup City Centre.  The 1995/96 year rate in the dollar specified for the Joondalup City Centre zoning is the commercial rate of 6.8802 cents or minimum rate of $688.00.  The 1995/96 year residential rate in the dollar is 7.6447 cents or minimum rate of $374.00.



As a consequence, the rates levied on these houses under the current zoning means the commercial minimum rate of $688.00 applies to these residential houses in Joondalup City North � an amount which is greater than rates levied under Council's normal residential rate in the dollar.  The affected properties and the difference in rates are detailed on Attachment 'A' to this report.



As these houses are for residential purposes only, it is suggested that Council seeks Ministerial approval to write off $3,296.11, representing the difference between rates generated at the commercial rate and that which would be paid had the residential rate been applied.



Pursuant to the provisions of Section 548 (4b) of the Local Government Act, Council may impose general rates which differ according to any or all of the following characteristics:�



(a)	The purpose for which the land is zoned.



(b)	The purpose for which the land is used.



(c)	Whether or not the land is improved land.



(d)	Any other characteristic or combination of characteristics prescribed in regulations.  (These options are also included in the new Local Government Bill).

�

Council has currently only imposed general rates based on the purpose for which the land is zoned.  Residential developed land within the Joondalup City Centre zoning will need to be included in the residential rate group from the 1996/97 year.





RECOMMENDATION



That Council seeks Ministerial approval in accordance with the provisions of Section 575 of the Local Government Act to write off rates, totalling $3,296.11, to rectify an anomaly associated with the rating of residential properties within the Joondalup City Centre zoning.

In June each year Council considers a report detailing various matters relating to cheque signatories, payment of accounts, orders for goods and services, checking and certification etc.  Following consideration, Council granted authority to various officers to perform tasks relating to these matters.



Following Council's approval, officers seek the Minister's (for Local Government) approval in accordance with the provisions of Section 626 of the Local Government Act.  In the past the Minister granted individual approval to each local authority which adopted this approach.  Recent advice from his office, however, indicates that he has now granted a "blanket" approval under Section 626(5)(d) of the Local Government Act for Local Governments wishing to vary these provisions to suit their specific needs.  The 'blanket' approval however, is only valid where the proposal conforms with the following guidelines:�



1.	ALTERNATIVE CHEQUE SIGNING ARRANGEMENTS



	All cheques may be signed by those officers an/or councillors authorised by the Council, provided that:



	?	in its resolution Council lists who are the authorised signatories;



	?	there is a minimum of two signatories on all cheques, excluding advance account cheques;



	?	at least one other officer and/or councillor is authorised as a back�up signatory in case of absence; and



	?	prior to resolution the Council receives certification from its auditors that the internal controls of the proposal are satisfactory.



2.	PAYMENT OF ACCOUNTS BETWEEN MEETINGS



	All cheques issued may be approved for payment, without prior resolution of the Council, by those officers and/or councillors authorised by the Council, provided that:



	?	in its resolution Council lists who is authorised to approve payments;



	?	at least one other officer and/or councillor is authorised as a back�up in case of absence;



	?	the authority only extends to payments for items previously authorised by the Council either by inclusion in the budget or by virtue of sections 547(11) and (12) of the Act;



	?	a list of the accounts paid is presented to the next ordinary meeting of the Council and included in the minutes of that meeting;



	?	vouchers, supporting invoices and other relevant documentation be made available for inspection by councillors at any time following the date of payment and at the next ordinary meeting of the Council; and



	?	prior to resolution the Council receives certification from its auditors that the internal controls of the proposal are satisfactory.



3.	ELECTRONIC FUNDS TRANSFER (EFT) AND DIRECT DEBITS



	Council may use EFT's and direct debits in lieu of issuing cheques for the following purposes:



	?	the direct lodgement of payroll payments to the personal bank accounts of employees;



	?	the depositing and withdrawal of investments to and from accounts in the name of the local government; and



	?	loan repayments,



	provided that:



	?	in its resolution Council lists who is authorised to approve the transaction;



	?	a minimum of two officers and/or councillors authorised by the Council approve the transaction, excluding those transactions made on an advance account;



	?	at least one other officer and/or councillor is authorised as a back�up in case of absence;



	?	a list of the accounts paid by EFT and/or direct debit is to be presented to the next ordinary meeting of the council and included in the minutes of that meeting;



	?	vouchers, supporting invoices and other relevant documentation be made available for inspection by councillors at any time following the date of payment and at the next ordinary meeting of the Council; and



	?	prior to resolution Council receives certification from its auditors that the internal controls of the proposal are satisfactory.



In relation to each, the following is the position at this City:�



	ALTERNATIVE CHEQUE SIGNING ARRANGEMENTS



	Council complies with this requirement, apart from the final item which requires certification from the auditor that the internal controls of the proposal are satisfactory prior to the Council resolution.



	Council's auditor has now given written certification that the internal controls associated with these arrangements are satisfactory.



	PAYMENT OF ACCOUNTS BETWEEN MEETINGS



	Council complies with these requirements, apart from Items 1 and 6.



	Item 1 � "in its resolution Council lists who is authorised to approve payments".



	Council has controlled this aspect of its operation through the order process, viz:�



	Orders for Goods and Services



	(a)	Goods and services shall be obtained only by use of an official order provided that in urgent cases goods and services may be ordered subject to confirmation of an official order.



	(b)	(i)	the official order �



			(i)	shall be signed by the officer of the Council to whom that specific duty, function or responsibility has been authorised by Council.



			(ii)	shall be printer numbered consecutively, and



			(iii)	shall be hand written in ink or type written.



		(ii)	A register shall be maintained recording the serial numbers of all official order forms together with the name of the officer in whose custody they are placed.



	As Council currently operates a central purchasing office authority for ordering is limited to the Town Clerk, Deputy Town Clerk, City Treasurer, Deputy City Treasurer, Senior Accountant, Purchasing Officer, Stores Supervisor, Assistant Stores Supervisor, Purchasing Clerk (currently $2,500 maximum) and Senior Administration Officer for newspaper notices only.



	No goods are procured without an official order and must be included in the budget prior to ordering.  Where funds are not in the budget, budget reallocation is required in accordance with the provisions of Section 547(12) of the Local Government Act.



	Authorisation for payment of the account when the invoice is received is made by the individual who requisitioned and received the goods or services.  If the individual is an authorised requisitioning officer the invoice must be countersigned by an authorised approving officer from within the same department.  If the individual is an authorised approving officer, but not one of those officers having authority to sign official orders, internal control is satisfied as the authority lies with the person signing the order.



	The only weakness in the procedure is that one of the ten officers having authority to sign orders may also be the individual who requisitions, orders, receives the goods and also authorises payment.



	To overcome this weakness it is suggested that in instances such as this the invoice must be countersigned and thus payment authorised by one of the other officers having authority to sign official orders.



	The auditor has given his approval to the internal controls of this scheme.



	This procedure will conform to the Minister's directive.



	Item 6 � "This requires that the auditor gives a certification to Council prior to the resolution that the internal controls of the proposal are satisfactory."

	

	The auditor has now granted his approval.



	ELECTRONIC FUNDS TRANSFER (EFT) AND DIRECT DEBITS



	Council uses this medium for payroll and investment transactions.  It currently operates on the authority of the Paymistress and Senior Accountant (payroll) and the Revenue Accountant and City Treasurer (for investments).  All transactions operate via Council's Treasurer's Advance Account.



�	Given the Minister's approval directive, it is appropriate that the control aspects be formalised as follows:�



	Payroll Transmission



	Authority to transmit Council's fortnightly payroll is to be exercised by the Paymistress and/or Pay Clerks (2), with the authority for such transactions being the Senior Accountant or Deputy City Treasurer and City Treasurer.

	

	Investments



	Authority to invest and reinvest Council's funds within Council's policy guidelines be the responsibility of the Revenue Accountant, under the direction of the City Treasurer.



	Council's auditor has given his approval to the internal controls of the proposal.



	Loan Repayments



	Council does not make loan repayments by way of EFT's.



	Council complies with the other aspects of the directive.

SUMMARY



At its meeting held on 5 April 1995 (Item TP116�03/95), Council resolved to agree to surrender its Vesting Order over Reserve 31632 to allow a Crown Lease direct to Burns Beach Caravan Resort Pty Ltd subject to the following conditions:



1	Reserve 31632 is to remain in the ownership of the Crown;



2	the Council being entitled to recover from the Burns Beach Caravan Park Improvements Reserve, rent and interest thereon calculated from the date of commencement of the present lease to the date of its surrender;



3	Burns Beach Caravan Resort Pty Ltd releasing the Council from all claims for compensation or other payment of any nature in consideration of the payment of the balance of the Burns Beach Caravan Park Improvements Reserve after deduction of rent and interest thereon;



4	arrangement being made with the Department of Land Administration for the repayment to Council of the sum of $67,275 paid for water and sewer headworks charges.



Before payment of the balance of the Burns Beach Caravan Park Improvements Reserve may be made it will be necessary for Council to comply with the provisions of Section 528 of the Local Government Act.



BACKGROUND



The Burns Beach Caravan Park Improvements Reserve was established by Council in 1987 (B30552) in accordance with the provisions of Section 528 of the Local Government Act for the specific purpose of enabling Council to finance (to a maximum of $300,000) the purchase of the site improvements made by the Lessee.  The payment was to have been made on the expiration of the lease agreement in 2006.



As Council's current proposal is contrary to the specific purpose for which the reserve was established, it may only expend the monies upon authorisation as prescribed by Section 528 of the Local Government Act.



Section 528 (2) requires Council to:



(a)	resolve by absolute majority to seek authorisation and specify particulars of the authorisation sought;



(b)	submit the request for authorisation to a meeting of electors.



The amount of rent and interest thereon that the Council is entitled to retain is $42,993.80 calculated to 30 June 1995.



The amount transferrable to Burns Beach Caravan Resort Pty Ltd also calculated to 30 June 1995 is $122,281.29.



Burns Beach Caravan Resort Pty Ltd have agreed in writing to accept the terms set by Council for the surrender of the Vesting Order and cancellation of the Lease.



DOLA has indicated that it is willing to refund to Council the sum of $67,275 paid for water and sewer headworks charges.



ISSUES



It was reported to Council in May 1993 (H30511) that upon payment by Council to the Lessee of the value of the improvements up to the maximum of $300,000 as provided for in the Lease, the Council would gain control of the asset in 2006.  Thereafter Council could lease out the Caravan Park as a going concern to the highest or most satisfactory bidder.



It was estimated that at 1993 potential rental values, the lease of the caravan park would return to the Council a sum of about $704,000 over a seventeen year term.



Having regard for the need to hold a special meeting of electors to receive authority, and also having regard for the future effect of the recently introduced Caravan Parks and Camping Grounds Bill, Council may wish to give consideration to the following matters in support of its resolution.



1.	The projection that about $704,000 would be generated over a period of seventeen years if Council were to call tenders for the lease of the Caravan Park after the termination of the current lease in 2006 was a simple calculation that did not make any allowances for inflation, rent reviews, expenditure on repairs and maintenance and the depreciation in the value of the improvements over that period.



	The items that are expected to be included in the buy back arrangement include the dwelling, shop and office, ablution blocks, perimeter fencing and walls, internal roads, van site pads, drains, water reticulation, and power supply.  The items not included in the buy back include the vans and mobile homes, and all other chattels within the grounds and buildings.



2.	It is to be expected, in the event that the Lease runs to its scheduled expiry date in 2006, that the Lessee as a prudent operator will maintain the improvements to a sufficient standard to ensure a buy back sum of $300,000 but would not take special care to endow them with a value beyond that amount.



	The main buildings were constructed in the mid�1970's to an adequate but not high standard.  It is probable that they will require substantial upgrading in 2006 if they are to function through a further lease term beyond that date.  The cost of that upgrading would have to be met either by the Council or by the new operator, in which case Council would have to accept a correspondingly reduced rental.



3.	Reserve 31632 was vested in the Council for the purpose of a Caravan Park in 1972.  It was intended to be a public access amenity which would provide cheap short term holiday accommodation for holiday makers and tourists.



	It appears that it was never the intention of the Council that the Caravan Park would be operated as a commercial venture for the purpose of raising general revenue.  Its function would be considered to have been fulfilled satisfactorily if it could be shown to have provided a readily accessible public caravan park for the benefit of casual and tourist users  for the period it remained in the Council's control.



4.	The nature of caravan parks has changed considerably over the years and those that are in the metropolitan area can no longer be said to serve the purpose they were intended to, that is to provide a reasonably priced facility for short term visitors and tourists.  Over the past few years these caravan parks have actually become de facto cheap permanent housing sites for the special benefit of a few and to the almost total exclusion of visitors, tourists and the public at large.  This trend will consolidate with the imminent introduction of the Caravan Parks and Camping Grounds Act which will allow people to reside permanently in caravan parks and grant them tenancy rights under the Tenancy Act.



	The permanent residential to causal visitor mix of this caravan park as revealed by a valuation exercise carried out in April 1993 was 50 permanent sites, six semi ensuite sites that would probably attract long�term visitors and only six sites for casual visitors.



	The plans submitted by the operator for the eastward extension of the caravan park show an obvious intention to create a further eleven permanent sites.



	The Council must decide if it wishes to place itself in the position of acting as a landlord in these circumstances.



5.	Subsequent to Report H30511 the arrangements by which local authorities will be able to hold Crown Land which is leased out at a commercial based rental have changed.  Under the new arrangements the existing Vesting Order by which the Council holds the management of the Reserve will be cancelled and replaced with a Head Lease from the Crown at the time the current lease is terminated.  The Council will thereafter pay a Head Lease rental to the Crown and in turn will be able to sub�lease the Caravan Park to an operator.  This arrangement would put the Council in the role of the middleman without full control but with a significant degree of responsibility to the Crown as Head Lessor and the operator as Sub�Lessee.



6.	Councillors will wish to note the different circumstances that apply to the Burns Beach Caravan Park and the Quinns Rocks Caravan Park which is also currently under consideration.  Both caravan parks fall within the Parks and Recreation Reserve under the Metropolitan Region Scheme.  However, the Burns Beach site is on a Crown Reserve which is set aside for the purpose of a "Caravan Park" and ultimate control over it rests with the Minister for Lands.  It is open for the Minister to grant a Crown Lease direct to a Lessee without reference to the Council and if the Council no longer wishes to be involved it must be anticipated that that situation will arise at the time of scheduled termination of the current lease in 2006.  The Quinns Rocks site on the other hand, occupies part only of a much larger parcel which is owned in freehold by the Council and the Council has ultimate control of it.



RECOMMENDATION:



THAT Council:



subject to written confirmation being received from the Department of Land Administration that:



	Reserve 31632 will remain in the ownership of the Crown;



	the Department of Land Administration will repay to the Council at the time of surrender of the Vesting Order over Reserve 31632, the sum of $67,275 for water and sewer headworks;



BY ABSOLUTE MAJORITY, pursuant to Section 528(2) of the Local Government Act seeks authorisation at a meeting of electors to be convened for the purpose of authorising the cancellation of the Lease with Burns Beach Caravan Resort Pty Ltd upon payment to Burns Beach Caravan Resorts Pty Ltd of the balance held in the Burns Beach Caravan Park Improvements Reserve after accrued rental and interest thereon has been transferred to the Municipal Fund.

Extensive work is required to rectify the plumbing of this house, however, because the occupier is allegedly a squatter, the owner is reluctant to assist.

It was suggested the recently restored cottage at Perry's Paddock be nominated for consideration in the Heritage Conservation and Property Value Awards sponsored by the Australian Institute of Valuers and Land Economists, Bankwest and the Heritage Council of WA.



The Committee recommended Council engages Mr Bob Brittain to prepare a submission on the cottage at Perry's Paddock for consideration in the Heritage Conservation and Property Value Awards.

SUMMARY



At its meeting on 25 October 1995, Council resolved to call public tenders for the operation of the Kiosk at Aquamotion on the basis of serving the Centre patrons and the preparation of foodstuffs to be sold off�site  (Item CS171�09/95 refers).



DETAIL



In July 1995 the proprietor of Wanneroo Coffee Lounge approached the Recreation Facilities Manager � Wanneroo Townsite, seeking access to the Kiosk area to prepare lunches for a large local business.  It was also indicated that a service would be provided to Aquamotion patrons during the hours they were preparing food for sale off�site.



Council subsequently authorised the Manager at Aquamotion to negotiate an appropriate fee for the hire of the kiosk area.



On 24 August 1995, Mr Joerg Wittkamp approached the City Recreation and Cultural Services Manager to lease the Aquamotion kiosk to provide a service to patrons of the Centre.  Following further discussion, Mr Wittkamp sought approval to use the kiosk for baking cakes and preparing sandwiches for sale to other commercial outlets in the local area.



Although both gentlemen made formal offers, it became obvious that Council should first determine the most appropriate use for the kiosk area before proceeding to public tender.



At its meeting on 27 September 1995, Council resolved to:



a)	defer item CS171�09/95 and refer the matter back to Finance and Community Services Committee;



b)	seek the Committee's direction as to whether Council should make the kiosk at Aquamotion Wanneroo available for the purpose of food preparation or lease the area to an independent operator for the purpose of providing a service to patrons of the Centre; and



c)	invite public tenders for the kiosk according to the outcomes of these discussions.



Council called public tenders for the operation of the kiosk on the basis of servicing the patrons of Aquamotion and the preparation of foodstuffs to be sold off site.  Advertisements appeared in the Wanneroo Times on 7 November 1995, and the West Australian newspaper on 8 November 1995.



Tenders for the operation of the Aquamotion kiosk closed on Friday, 24 November 1995.



Although there were 20 enquiries, no formal submissions were received.



It would appear a business venture such as the one outlined in the tender document is not considered a viable proposition at the present time.



Meanwhile, the summer season is rapidly approaching. During this period, patronage increases dramatically and users require a kiosk service.



The proprietor of the Wanneroo Coffee Lounge has indicated that he would be interested in operating the kiosk facility for this period, and other appropriate times during 1996/97 (Attachment 1 refers).  Mr Ryder has also indicated his compliance to the hire agreement that has been in effect during the past three years.



RECOMMENDATION



That Council:



1	notes no submissions were received for tender 101�95/96;



2	authorises a facility hire agreement with Wanneroo Coffee Lounge to provide a kiosk service at Aquamotion Wanneroo for selected vacation periods and special events in 1996/97; and

SUMMARY



Craigie Leisure Centre has been approached by the Cerebral Palsy Association. who plan to offer therapy classes for children at the Centre.  The Association currently conducts programmes at Leeming Recreation Centre and Gosnells Leisure World and is very keen to expand their service north of the river.  The project has been highly successful and beneficial to the families of the children, the community and the Association.



It is suggested that a fee of $1.20 per participant entry be charged to the group.  This equates to the existing fee for children and other disabled groups using aquatic facilities at Craigie Leisure Centre.



DETAIL



The Association plans to run therapy sessions at Craigie Leisure Centre and will utilise a range of venues within the Centre at off peak times.  They hope to access the facility during "down time" 12.00pm � 4.00pm, Monday to Friday and have requested use of the meeting room, the umpires room and the dry side first aid room.  They have also requested use of the pool and a basketball court if space if available on an as needs basis.



There is no pricing structure in place for the use of dry facilities at a reduced rate at Craigie Leisure Centre by disabled groups.  The practice employed in the aquatic centre is to charge these groups $1.20 per head for use of the pool with no charge for care�givers.  The City's of Melville and Gosnells charge $1.50 and $1.00 respectively for the use of their facilities to the Cerebral Palsy Association.



The Association has also requested storage space at the Centre.  The Centre can accommodate this.  The Association should however be notified that there may in the future be a charge for any storage of equipment at City of Wanneroo facilities.



The expansion and provision of programmes for children and adults with disabilities must be considered in the City of Wanneroo.  This programme will allow residents of the City of Wanneroo access to therapy for their children without having to travel outside the City.



RECOMMENDATION



That Council charges an entrance fee of $1.20 per child per session at Craigie Leisure Centre for therapy with the Cerebral Palsy Association.

SUMMARY



Hainsworth Leisure Centre (formerly Girrawheen/Koondoola Recreation Centre) has conducted leisure courses since Term 1, 1994, following the appointment of a Recreation Facilities Manager for the Girrawheen�Koondoola Zone.  The result, generally, has been poor. This report outlines details of a proposed strategy to boost enrolments in the Centre's leisure courses.



DETAIL



Traditionally, the Creative Horizons Leisure Course Programme at Hainsworth Leisure Centre has been structured, with course fees fixed in line with other Council operated leisure courses.



The success of this Programme has been negligible.  The greatest number of enrolments in one term being 70 in Term 2, 1995.  The current level of participation in this Centre's Leisure Course Programme does not justify the existing expenditure for advertising and administration.



It is considered that the price of leisure courses at this Centre has a significant bearing on the number of participants.  It is felt a reduction in the course fees will attract more enrolments.



It is proposed that fees be introduced for leisure courses at Hainsworth Leisure Centre for Adult, Child and Workshop courses. The fees would only cover direct costs and be standardised over the three categories.  The suggested fee schedule is:



		Proposed Fee	Current Fee



	ADULT	$35.00 per term/course	$45�50  



	CHILD	$30.00 per term/course	$35�45  



	WORKSHOP	$10.00 per one day session	$10�20  



The effectiveness of this measure will be reviewed at the conclusion of Term 2, 1996.   All other discounts and promotional offers previously introduced would no longer be available under this fee schedule.



The minimum numbers of course participants will be strictly controlled to ensure that, at least, the direct costs of individual courses are covered.



It is considered that the introduction of this fee schedule will enable more of the local community to participate in this Centre's leisure courses.



This philosophical concept highlights a "capacity to pay" approach.  Council, however, should be aware there is potential for criticism from patrons of other centres who are expected to meet the full cost.



RECOMMENDATION



That Council:



1	endorses the introduction of standard leisure course fees at Hainsworth Leisure Centre as follows:

SUBJECT:	WANNEROO DISTRICTS CRICKET CLUB � USE OF KINGSWAY PAVILION   



		



SUMMARY



Wanneroo Districts Cricket Club (WDCC) is seeking to formalise its use of the Indoor Pavilion, Kingsway Sporting Complex.  The facility is shared with Wanneroo Districts Netball Association, season about, with occasional use from other groups.  The Club is upgrading the Pavilion to establish a Cricket Academy utilising the services of current Club Captain, Tim Zoehrer.



The Academy will enable the WDCC to offer quality coaching to junior cricketers and more senior players year round.  It is seen as an integral factor in the continued growth of the Club.



The Wanneroo Districts Netball Association has agreed in principle to the facility upgrade and the Cricket Club's more extensive use.



DETAIL



The Club has received Council approval to upgrade the Indoor Pavilion by installing synthetic grass and low pile underlay carpet, net enclosures with perimeter and overhead safety netting.  This work has been completed.



The WDCC will use the Pavilion for seven months of the year (September � March) to conduct coaching clinics for club members and junior cricketers.  The Netball Association will use the Pavilion during the winter netball season (April � August).  The WDCC will however make occasional use of the Pavilion during these months by arrangement with the Netball Association.



Wanneroo Districts Netball Association has an agreement with Council concerning the Pavilion as part of its usage of the Kingsway Netball Complex. It is due for review in 1996 (Item H40814 refers).



The Netball Association uses the Pavilion as a canteen, where players and spectators can socialise and obtain food.  The Association prepares and sells a range of barbecue products, hamburgers, pies and hot drinks.  The facility was upgraded in 1993 to comply with Health regulations.



WDCC seeks a lease on the basis of:



.	a ten year lease with a ten year option on similar terms and conditions;



.	a nominal annual rent subject to triennial reviews on a basis to be agreed between the City of Wanneroo and the Club;



.	the WDCC being responsible for all costs associated with the upgrading and maintenance of the facility for all items of a non�structural nature where any such upgrade or maintenance is required or directly attributable to the Club:



.	reasonable access by other community groups or, alternatively, use of the WDCC clubrooms; and



.	recognition and preservation of the arrangements between the Wanneroo Districts Netball Association and Council regarding their use of the facility.



The principles behind the proposal are very sound and are supported.  The major concern to be addressed is the level of rent to be set.



The Wanneroo Districts Netball Association currently pays a fee of $5,000 per annum for use of the Netball Complex, including the Pavilion.  This is broken down in the 1995/96 budget:



	$2,500 � Pavilion

	$2,500 � Netball Courts



The Cricket Club has advised that its proposed usage of the facility will be approximately 690 hours per year broken down as follows:



	Sunday	10.00 am � 12.00 pm, 2.00 pm � 4.00 pm

	Monday � Thursday	 4.00 pm �  8.00 pm

	Friday	 4.00 pm �  7.00 pm



Whilst the Academy is being operated by the Club, it will employ coaches such as Tim Zoehrer.  These individuals should be viewed in the same light as professional tennis coaches.  The Club will be offering coaching and net and bowling machine hire to club members, other cricket clubs and to private individuals.



The Club has been accredited by the West Australian Cricket Association for the coaching and development of cricket.  It enables the Club to provide a coaching pathway for the development of coaches.  It is official recognition of the quality of the coaching programme being offered to cricketers through the Wanneroo Districts Cricket Club.

There are three endorsements of this nature in Perth, the other two are commercial operations.  This provides the Club with a tremendous opportunity to foster the development of cricket in the City of Wanneroo.



Fees to be levied through the Academy for senior and junior non�members of the Club are:



$30 per hour for net and bowling machine

$40 per hour coaching sessions (includes net and bowling machine)



As the Indoor Pavilion is a community facility, it is inappropriate for a professional cricketer under the guise of a club, to be seen to be profiting from it without substantial benefits accruing to the community.



The community rate for the Pavilion is currently $9 per hour.  If an hourly rate was charged for the Club's total usage it would total $6,210 per annum.  Over 50% of the time slots are, however, allocated for junior use directly associated with the Club's junior development programme.



It is considered there are significant benefits to the Club, cricket in general and the wider community. The Club has requested a reduced fee in the first year to provide some leeway in establishing the academy and developing a strong user base.  A fee of $2,500 in the first year is proposed, payable in two, six monthly, moieties.  A review of the annual fee should be undertaken at the conclusion of the first year of operation.



The Club wishes to lease the facility from Council.  This is not appropriate as the interests of the Netball Association must also be safeguarded and the agreement with them honoured.  It is considered Council should offer the Cricket Club an agreement for a two year period with an option to re�negotiate.



This would coincide fairly closely with the establishment of the Wanneroo Districts Netball Association's indoor netball facility if its project proceeds.  If the Netball Association then vacates the Indoor Pavilion, the agreement with the Cricket Club can be extensively reviewed if necessary.



Whilst the Cricket Club and Netball Association are the primary users of the facility, other organisations book the Pavilion from time to time.  The Cricket Club's proposal of reasonable access by other community groups or, alternatively, use of the WDCC clubrooms is based on the assumption that a lease agreement would be negotiated with Council.



As this arrangement is unable to be agreed to at the present time, the Club will have to book the time slots it requires through Hainsworth Leisure Centre.



The Club will, therefore, not have any management responsibilities.  Requests from other organisations will be accommodated according to Council policy.



RECOMMENDATION



That Council:



1	endorses the use of the Indoor Pavilion � Kingsway Sporting Complex by the Wanneroo Districts Cricket Club to operate a Cricket Academy for a two year period, subject to:



	.	the WDCC being responsible for all costs associated with the upgrading and maintenance of the facility for all items of a non�structural nature where any such upgrade or maintenance is required or directly attributable to the Club;



	.	recognition and preservation of the arrangements between the Wanneroo Districts Netball Association and Council regarding its use of the facility;



2	sets an annual fee of $2,500 payable in two moieties, subject to review at the end of the first year of operation;



3	advises the Wanneroo District Cricket Club, that management of the Indoor Pavilion � Kingsway Sporting Complex will remain Council's responsibility.

A sum of $25,000.00 from the Lotteries Commission will be granted directly to the Festival of Perth to cover expenses such as:



	provision of feature band;

	provision of stage, lighting and sound equipment; and

	off stage collection area with tent.



The 1996 free concert incorporated within the Festival of Perth will feature Sierra Maestra from Cuba.  Formed in Havana in the late 1970's, they were the first and remain the best modern nine�piece group to play with the classic acoustic line�up of the great days of the 1920's and 1930's.



The concert is to be held at Neil Hawkins Park, Joondalup, on Sunday, 18 February 1996.

Staff

The YMCA is currently preparing its intended Conditions of Employment and a meeting has been arranged on 15 December 1995 with the staff, Council's Human Resources  Manager and the appropriate Union to discuss this matter more fully.



The Wanneroo and Quinns Rocks Out of School Hours Care Service staff will be able to consider the YMCA re�employment offer but are under no obligation to accept it.



Funding



The YMCA has requested that in the unlikely instance that either State or Federal Government funding is not forthcoming to provide operational subsidies for these services that the City of Wanneroo provide financial assistance until an alternative source of funding can be secured.



If this unlikely eventuality occurred, Council could then give consideration to this request.  It would not be appropriate to make any formal commitment at this juncture.



It is proposed that the changeover of both the Quinns Rocks and Wanneroo out of School Hours Care Services take effect as of the beginning of Term 1, 1996.

SUMMARY



Council, at its meeting  27 September 1995, recommended that approval be granted to Mr W Donaldson to operate Aquawest Surf Skills Competition Coaching at Mullaloo Beach for a period of one year from November 1995.



Approval was granted subject to a number of conditions, and on the proviso that the Mullaloo Surf Life Saving Club and Mr Donaldson reach agreement on the times and location of these activities at Mullaloo Beach, and an appropriate emergency plan.



DETAIL



Mr Donaldson and Mr Pat Donnelly, President of Mullaloo Surf Life Saving Club, have met and discussed these items and submitted written documentation of this.



The Mullaloo Surf Life Saving club recommends that Mr Donaldson operates to the south of the Mullaloo Surf Life Saving Club from Monday to Saturday, inclusively.



The Mullaloo Surf Life Saving Club felt it was inappropriate to be involved in designating an emergency plan as the majority of the coaching will take place outside of normal patrol hours.  Council previously recommended that Mr Donaldson establishes an appropriate emergency plan which was to be developed in conjunction with Surf Life Saving WA and the Mullaloo Surf Life Saving Club.



The Mullaloo Surf Life Saving Club's viewpoint is appreciated; however, Council should request that Mr Donaldson does produce an appropriate emergency plan.  A copy of this plan will be obtained for the information of Council's contract lifeguards.



Mr Donnelly also expressed his concern regarding a number of other conditions which Council stipulated in regard to granting approval of Aquawest Coaching.  These included the safety ratios and the use of Surf Life Saving identification flags and equipment.

The Surf Life Saving Association has guidelines in terms of safety ratios and recommends one proficient qualified life saver in the water to every 5 children in the water.  The Mullaloo Surf Life Saving Club strictly adheres to these guidelines.  Council previously recommended that Aquawest operates with a ratio of 1:15 in mild surf conditions and 1:12 in moderate/strong surf conditions.



Mr Donaldson maintains his business would be marginal if Council insisted he accept the safety ratios used by the Surf Life Saving Association.  It should be noted that Mr Donaldson is currently operating a similar service at Scarborough beach.  The City of Stirling agreed to the ratios of 1:15 in mild surf conditions and 1:12 in moderate/strong surf conditions.



Mullaloo Surf Life Saving Club also expressed that it was inappropriate for Mr Donaldson to use surf life saving flags and equipment, especially considering Surf Life Saving WA did not endorse the operation.  Council previously recommended that basic equipment consisting of Surf Life Saving Association approved racing surfcraft and flags be available at all times.



Mr Donaldson is happy to operate with approved equipment but will take care that all signage pertaining to his operations bears only Aquawest logos.



RECOMMENDATION



That Council:



1	rescinds resolutions 2(d) and 2(g) of Report No. CS179�09/95 submitted to the Council meeting of 27 September 1995, being:



	2(d)	the licensee to provide all necessary first aid and rescue equipment, including a mobile phone and to have in place an appropriate emergency plan which is developed in conjunction with SLSWA and the Mullaloo Surf Life Saving Club;



	2(g)	basic equipment consisting of SLSA approved racing surfcraft and flags, marker buoys, wind shelter, flags and marker cones, be available at all times.

Mr Derek McLeod of Sorrento has written to Council requesting the appointment of a full time inspector to control dog owners exercising their animals at Marmion Beach (C430�09/95 refers).



A search of Council records reveal that complaints on Marmion beach are minimal.  The control of dogs on beach reserves falls generally under the By�laws made under the Dog Act 1976 as amended.  However there is a provision for a Beach Inspector to enforce dog control under Clause 8 of the By�laws Relating to Safety, Decency, Convenience and Comfort of Persons in Respect to Bathing By�laws.



The appointment of a Beach Inspector would not solve the problem of the occasional irresponsible owner taking their dog/s to the beach reserve.  An Inspector appointed under the Bathing By�laws would not have the means to impound dogs as opposed to a permanent Ranger officer.  The Inspector could not issue on the spot fines as there is no infringement schedule provided for in the Bathing By�laws.



Ranger officers frequently patrol all beach reserves within the City and this includes Marmion beach.  This coverage is further supported by the City's Patrol Officer service.



As Council would be aware, all the City's nine Patrol Officers plus the Chief Patrol Officer and Senior Patrol Officer are all authorised Beach Inspectors.  Any appointment of a Beach Inspector for one individual area would create a precedent for others to follow.  Moreover the set up costs for an inspector would include his/her salary, uniform, four wheel drive unit and communication equipment.  Costs would comprise $32,000 for a vehicle, $1,400 for a two way radio, $200 for uniforms and a salary of $30,378, this being for a Ranger Level 3 Step 1.  This figure includes a 15% shift loading component.  All up the initial set up cost would be $63,978; not including other benefits, i.e. occupational superannuation and workers compensation insurance.



In view of the circumstances and existing coverage already provided by Patrol and Ranger staff, the appointment of a full time inspector at Marmion beach cannot be supported.



RECOMMENDATION



That Council does not support the appointment of a full time Beach Inspector at Marmion beach.

On 7 September 1995 Council refused an application by Mrs L Warner of 34 Guardian Loop, Currambine to keep three dogs at her residence.  All applications to keep more than two dogs on residential properties are refused by Council (Council Resolution G50713).



Mrs Warner has since lodged an appeal with the Minister for Local Government under Section 26(5) of the Dog Act against Council's decision.



After an on site inspection of the property in the presence of Council's Acting Senior Ranger, the Minister for Local Government has upheld the appeal and directs Council to grant an exemption to Mrs Warner under Section 26(5) of the Dog Act to keep three dogs at her premises subject to the specified conditions hereunder:



1.	the exemption only applies to the present occupier at her current residence and to the specific dogs currently in her care;



2.	if any dog the subject of the appeal dies or is no longer kept on the property, no replacement dog is to be obtained;



3.	that all reasonable steps are taken to control or minimise the barking of the dogs;



4.	the dogs be confined to the property at all times, unless they are restrained on a leash, and that all perimeter fencing be kept intact and all perimeter gates are closed to ensure that the dogs are contained within the property;



5.	the 1.5m fence on the left side of the property be raised to 2m once a house is built on the adjoining property; and



6.	the exemption may be reviewed if valid complaints are received or the conditions of the approval are breached.



The application relates to the following dogs:

a)	sterilised black Fox Terrier/Kelpie cross;

b)	female black/white Dalmation;

c)	sterilised brown Terrier cross.



The applicant has been the owner of the property since June 1994.



RECOMMENDATION



That Council advises the applicant and adjoining neighbours of the Minister's decision and of the conditions specified.

Mrs Clare Elizabeth WILLIAMS of 32 Redcliffe Avenue, Marangaroo is the registered owner of a male Staffordshire/Bull Terrier/Heeler cross dog which is habitually kept at the above address (see dog registrations 95/10115 � Attachment 1).



This dog was currently licenced with the City until 31 October 1995 and is subject to renewal.  For a period of approximately nine months the dogs have been subject of numerous serious complaints from Mrs William's neighbours and Council Rangers.



The complaints have centred on the dogs wandering at large and their aggressive nature towards people and other dogs.



A sample of the type of complaints is undermentioned.



1)	22/3/95 Complaint 44160.  Resident of Cycas Court, Marangaroo complained the dog is always wandering at large and is very aggressive.  Claimed dog owner has no fences to confined the dog.  Complainant and children are terrified of the dog.



2)	28/6/95 Complaint 45270.  Resident of Redcliffe Avenue, Marangaroo advised the dog from no. 32 was wandering at large.



3)	3/7/95 Complaint 45388.  Resident of Leigh Court, Marangaroo called on behalf of his mother who lives near 32 Redcliffe Avenue, and advised the dog wanders at large all the time and there are no fences to contain the dog.



4)	4/9/95 Complaint 46217.  Mirrabooka Post Office complained that this dog is always wandering at large and chasing the Postman.



Five infringement notices have been previously issued to Mrs Williams and one to Mr Williams, three of which have been paid, one recently issued is outstanding and the two not paid were lodged with the Fines Enforcement Registry.  On 12 July 1995 a letter was sent to Mrs Williams warning that should further complaints be received regarding the wandering of her dog, Council may seek the cancellation of the registration of her dog.



The litany of complaints and problems caused by Mrs William's dog would strongly suggest that she is not a fit and proper person to hold a licence under the Dog Act.



Under Section 16(3) the Council (inter alia) may direct that the registration of a dog shall be cancelled, i.e.



16(3)	The Council may direct the registration officer to refuse to effect or renew the registration of a dog, and may direct that the registration of a dog shall be cancelled, if�

	(a)	the applicant, the owner, or the registered owner, as the case may be, has been convicted, or has paid a modified penalty, in respect of an offence under this Act on two or more occasions during the preceding 12 months; or

	(b)	the dog in question has been shown to the satisfaction of the Council to be destructive, dangerous, vicious, unduly mischievous, or to be suffering from a contagious or infectious disease.



Subsequent to Council resolving to cancel the dog licences of Mrs Williams a notice pursuant to Section 16(4) must forthwith be served on her of the cancellation and must be accompanied by a Statement in writing giving the grounds upon which the decision of the Council was made.



Under the provisions of Section 17 of the Dog Act Mrs Williams will have a right of appeal to the Local Court, Joondalup against Council's decision.  The Court may either affirm or quash Council's decision.



If no appeal is lodged within the 14 day period then Council may apply to a Justice of the Peace in accordance with Section 17(4) of the Dog Act for an order for seizure and destruction of Mrs William's dog.



RECOMMENDATION



That Council:



1	in accordance with Section 16(3) of the Dog Act 1976 directs that the registrations held by Mrs Clare Elizabeth Williams of 32 Redcliffe Avenue, Marangaroo, namely licence no. 10115 of 1995 and renewal licence thereto relating to a male Staffordshire/Bull Terrier Heeler cross dog be cancelled;



2	gives effect to the cancellation of the dog licence by serving a notice on Mrs Williams under the provisions of Section 16(4) of the Dog Act with an accompanying statement setting out Council's grounds for its decision to cancel the licence;



3	failing an appeal by Mrs Williams against Council's decision within the prescribed 14 day period, seeks an order from a Justice of the Peace under Section 17(4) of the Dog Act for the seizure and humane destruction of Mrs William's dog;



4	gives notice in writing to Mrs Williams of the seizure and subsequent destruction of her dog in accordance with the order given by a Justice of the Peace.

Council accepted the Club's proposal in relation to the payment of its account i.e. maintain the $500.00 weekly payments and pay 50% of the debt by 31 May 1994 with the balance to be paid by approximately 30 September 1994.  The Club paid the $500.00 weekly payments for May and July 1994 and a lump sum payment of $10,000.00 in June 1994.  No payments have been received since July 1994.



The Club advised that it was experiencing extreme difficulty in maintaining the then current lease payments ($18,272.00 per annum).



Note:  The new lease fee effective 1/7/95 is $19,368.00.



The Club met with Council representatives on 6 June 1995 and discussed issues relating to the Club and the various alternatives available.  It was resolved that a working party be formed between representatives of the Club, City Recreation and Cultural Services Department and Treasury Department, to examine ways to better rationalise the use of the Kingsway Football Club.  The Club is only paying current commercial refuse, utility charges and ground hire fees.



A meeting was convened on 5 September 1995 with the Mayor, Chairpersons of Finance and Community Services and Town Planning Committees, the City Treasurer, the City Recreation and Cultural Services Manager, President and Secretary of the Wanneroo Football Club, to discuss the issue of ground/facility sharing.



Following considerable discussion centred on the better utilisation of facilities, the Mayor offered the Club a proposition on which he sought a formal answer within 30 days.  In broad terms, the offer was:�



1.	the Club leases the premises from 1 April to 30 September each year at a lease fee which was 50% of the current lease � $9,684.00.  The Kingsley Football Club (Inc) was to be encouraged to become a co�tenant and thus contribute towards the maintenance and lease fee of the building during that period;

2.	Wanneroo City Council assumes control of the facility from 1 October to 31 March and makes the facility available for community user groups at an appropriate fee;



3.	as its contribution to the acquisition of the facilities for the six months, 1 October to 31 March in each year, the City of Wanneroo writes off the current outstanding debt at 5 September 1995 of $36,747.39; and



4.	as a consequence of the above, the Wanneroo Football Club pays all operating costs for the period 1 October to 31 March, with Council assuming responsibility for operating costs from 1 April to 30 September.



The Club has now responded to the proposition.  Unfortunately the proposed arrangement with the Kingsley Football Club as co�tenants with the Wanneroo Football Club was not favoured and negotiations broke down.



Council, at its November meeting, resolved to write to the Kingsley Senior Football Club informing it of the results of negotiations between its club and the Wanneroo Football and Sporting Club held at a meeting on 17 October 1995 and indicating that it was unlikely that Council would be able to find alternative accommodation for their club in the foreseeable future.



Council officers are currently assessing options in relation to this facility.

GENERAL

The 1995 National Public Libraries Conference held in Sydney from 13 to 15 November was attended by the Deputy City Librarian and Councillor O'Grady.  The conference theme 'Public Libraries: what are they worth' was translated to three sub themes:



	�	networking and electronic access

	�	tendering and competitiveness

	�	quality and value



Day 1 � Connectivity



The opening address set the tone of the day, referring to information networks as the way of the future and librarians as the navigators to the plethora of online services becoming available.  Public libraries can offer world wide information access to their users, offering all members of the community the opportunity to improve their information skills.



Several papers during the day discussed specific networking projects in public libraries.  These included:



�	Ipswich Global Infolinks � the traditional library service has been integrated with an electronic library structure offering top quality community, government and business data and information.  This project has aimed to improve information delivery as well as government service delivery by setting up interactive databases to gain community feedback.  The project has turned the City of Ipswich from a redundant blue collar area to a vibrant and growing 'gold collar' region.  Future growth and development in this region will be interesting to watch.



�	Hunternet � a community information network on the Hunter region offering tourism and cultural information; local business and statistical data; Council policies, codes, budget plans, reports, minutes and general information; regional environment reports; earthquake database; community services and activities; local and family history.  This network operates via the Internet and is co�ordinated through the library with associations and institutions in the area.  Community feedback via the network is once again a feature, with public access offered in the libraries as well as on stand alone PC kiosks in public spaces.



�	Vicnet � Victorian statewide community information network facilitating Internet access through public libraries.  Vicnet is used by government and non�government agencies to deliver information, with a rural access infrastructure under development.



�	Open Learning Australia (OLA), a network offering tertiary education to people unable to access TAFE or university campuses.  OLA foresee a public library role in this venture, including resource provision for students.  Without substantial ongoing funding and support, this was not considered feasible by many public librarians present, however information distribution to raise awareness of the network is an option.



Other papers on the day focused on the role of libraries in offering network access, referring to issues such as policy, training, funding and security.  Public libraries need to develop to become the focus for all information dissemination, regardless of format.  The transferral of existing skills to the new environment is a significant challenge for public libraries.



Day 2 � Quality



The focus throughout the day was on quality and the importance of public libraries to the community.  The opening address from the Hon Ernie Page, MLA strongly supported free public libraries as an integral part of local communities.  Public libraries were described as peak providers of essential quality services to the community.



Papers focused on issues such as:



�	Information as a growth industry and one where libraries can develop skills and expertise to profit from increasing outsourcing.



�	The need for Local government to change from responding to Council needs to being responsive to customer needs.  Acceptable service standards should be set, focusing on the quality of response, so the public can have reasonable expectations of acceptable delivery standards.



�	Benchmarking and qualitive performance measurement to identify unsatisfactory performance and obsolete, non�productive areas to improve service levels.  Information gained on these issues was very relevant to the City of Wanneroo Libraries currently in the process of improving customer focus through staff training and streamlining work practice to improve service delivery.



�	Compulsory Competitive Tendering (CCT) � opposing papers on this issue were presented from the ASU who viewed the process as a threat to staff, and a Library Manager who saw CCT as a challenge and a good management tool for achieving best practice.  One concern shared by both speakers however, was the potential the process has for breaking down information sharing networks based on co�operation and trust, existing in the public library world which offer substantial benefits to all participants.



�	Surveys of public libraries to measure both quantitive and qualitive data were also discussed.  'Navigating the Economy of Knowledge', the results of a national public libraries survey by the Cultural Ministers Council was officially launched and has been supplied by LISWA to Western Australian public libraries.  This type of research data is invaluable in forward planning.



Day 3 � Value



The economic and social value of public libraries was examined by speakers on the final day.



From an economic point of view, the value of public libraries has fluctuated over the years due to changing user types, reasons for use and wealth.  The value of public libraries can be measured in terms of direct and indirect benefits to the community.  Direct benefits are economic ones and can be identified for example, as educational, job related or job seeking, i.e. productive uses of libraries.



Indirect or social benefits can be measured in terms of equity or quality of life in the community.  Warringah Shire have completed a study to measure benefits of library use, the results of which indicate the importance of libraries in such ways as offering student support, socialisation and information for new residents to an area, support to the small business sector, hobby and recreational material which assists stress reduction, technology access for those unable to afford this, a valued facility for the aged and monetary savings to ratepayers.



Libraries as a facility to counter crime were discussed in terms of community perceptions of safety and liveability.  The decreasing number of local facilities, with the move to large shopping centres, workplace childcare, etc, means communities need somewhere to develop bonds.



Libraries are an important community meeting place with a role that could, in�conjunction with other service providers, extend to meet wider community needs.



Conclusion



The National Public Libraries Conference focused attention on the value of libraries, forcing attendees to consider their library service in light of issues such as performance measurement, best practice and computer networking.



The information derived from the Conference will benefit the City of Wanneroo Libraries as they confront these issues and work towards delivering the most effective service  in the most efficient manner to the local community.

Following the National Public Libraries Conference in Sydney, the Western Australian Local Government Librarians Association (WALGLA) conducted a two day study tour of five New South Wales public libraries.  The Deputy City Librarian and Cr O'Grady were among the twenty one Western Australian participants on this tour.



The libraries visited were:



	�	Sutherland � the largest Sydney metropolitan Council offering business and corporate information services.



	�	Bankstown � central and five branch libraries and include an innovative, grant funded literacy programme.



	�	Waverley � provides one of the largest reference collections in Sydney as well as seven day opening.



	�	Fairfield (Cabramatta) � one of Sydney's largest libraries serving a population where over 50% are from non English speaking backgrounds.  A feature is an innovative, grant funded technology centre.



	�	Penrith � a striking large new library with strong customer focus.  Council's Corporate Library is housed alongside the Local Studies collection.



As well as providing the opportunity to examine particular programmes or focuses within the libraries, the study tour enabled an evaluation of Western Australian public library services against those in New South Wales.  Benefits and drawbacks of the Western Australian system were highlighted and opportunities for service enhancement identified.







REFERENCE SERVICES



The commitment of New South Wales libraries to reference services, both in collection depth and professional staffing levels was noteworthy, and reinforced the shortcomings of Western Australian libraries in this area.  The study tour confirmed the value of plans for Joondalup Library which will offer a reference and information service approximating those viewed.  Reference resources as well as study and computer facilities were in heavy use at each library visited.



LIBRARY RESOURCES



New South Wales libraries are committed to a system of subject specialisation which, while providing in�depth collections, often has little relevance to the communities they serve.  These collections are also not readily accessible across the state and therefore seemed somewhat self�defeating.



The regular circulation of material between Western Australian libraries enables a smaller  stock to work far harder and to be altered according to changing community needs.  This policy, along with the weeding of stock means Western Australian public libraries can hold current material on their shelves without the need for local government authorities to provide large areas of library buildings to house reserve stacks.



FINANCIAL



Library funding in New South Wales is quite different to Western Australia with budgets for all services, including stock and processing, being largely met by local government authorities.



Grant funding for special projects is common in New South Wales, whereas Western Australian grant applications have generally been  deemed ineligible.  Library collections were generally considered neglected due to the staff time given to these special programmes and subsequent low funds available for their core purposes.  The impressive computer facilities, literacy programmes, music collections, etc were inadequate compensation for proper basic resources.



The libraries visited were very much self contained, with very little local government interaction by comparison.  The co�operative network involving resource and information sharing which exists in Western Australia offers enormous current and potential benefits to all.  Resource sharing enables Western Australian libraries to maintain relatively small collections, minimising building, staff and stock purchase costs.  Information sharing saves much staff time, often permitting efficiencies of work practice to be shared across local government authorities.





WORKSHOP



Upon return, WALGLA organised a study tour presentation by participants to interested public librarians.  The Deputy City Librarian presented a joint session on the Whitlam Library at Cabramatta to over 40 public librarians, LISWA staff, Councillors and one Town Clerk.  



This sharing of information and impressions will assist Western Australian public librarians in developing and strengthening the services they provide.



The study tour was proposed as an opportunity for Western Australian Librarians to view different systems and operations while providing a forum to share information gained.  It was considered by all participants a total success and it is hoped other such opportunities will be available in the future.

SUMMARY



Since the endorsement and launch of Council's Youth Policy, there has been an overwhelming response from the community and various government departments to the positive and pro�active approach Council has taken in youth services.



In excess of 200 copies of the policy have been distributed throughout Australia to: other local authorities in Western Australia, Queensland and Victoria; State and Federal Government departments, with special interest shown from the Crime Prevention Unit � Ministry of Justice; the Department of Training and Family and Children's Services, towards achieving the policy aims and directions; and various community organisations.



Council's Youth Services Co�ordinator and Youth Advisory Committee have been working towards prioritising and implementing the policy's future directions, as the next step in the policy development process.



As detailed in the Youth Policy, Council has an important role to play in the planning of services for youth.  It is envisaged, as the next step in the Policy implementation process, energy will be directed towards strategies for fulfilling Council's planning role.  This process will involve working with other spheres of government and the non�government sector to ensure young people have access to appropriate and relevant services, particularly in new and developing areas.



DETAIL



There have been many significant achievements in implementing Council's Youth Policy action strategies.  Some highlights include:



*	Council's Waste Management Section's successful application for another youth LEAP project.



*	Council has provided around 25 young people with work experience placements during the last three months.



*	Council's Recreation and Cultural Services Department has been successful in securing ongoing funding for the Anchors Youth Centre project, and funding for school holiday programmes in the northern areas of Wanneroo.



*	Council's Youth Services Co�ordinator has continued to play a supportive role to many of the local youth organisations in the region, providing assistance with funding submissions and other information on youth issues, and working with local residents towards improving access to services for young people in Wanneroo.

SUMMARY



A public meeting was called recently to discuss community concerns in relation to youth in the Kinross area.



Local business people and residents shared their increasing concern at vandalism at local facilities and the shopping centre, young people congregating at the shopping centre and the boredom that young people in the area were facing due to limited positive activities for youth.



DETAIL



The public meeting held on 21 November 1995 brought together over 50 local residents, business people, local youth service providers and others concerned about youth problems in the Kinross area.



The meeting, chaired by Councillor Cooper, aimed to:



*	inform local people of concerns regarding youth;



*	identify strategies of how the local community may deal with youth issues and involve local people in developing these strategies.



Several action strategies were developed as a result of the meeting, including:



*	as an interim measure, the community requested the YMCA mobile youth service visit the area on a Wednesday evening;



*	local residents form a steering committee to work with young people to implement an ongoing youth club project;



*	two mobile youth workers visit the area to provide young people with ongoing support in dealing with family conflict and information on employment and training services and other matters of concern.



It is envisaged that Council officers will play a supportive role in assisting the local community develop the youth club project, which will draw on the resources within the local area.
