The City is in receipt of a letter from the Valuer General advising of changes to the timing and cost of revaluations for Gross Rental Values � refer Attachment A.



As Councillors will be aware, for many years the Valuer General's Office has conducted Gross Rental General Valuations (revaluations) of all land within the Metropolitan Region on a three yearly cycle for both the Water Corporation and Local Government.  The primary reason for treating the Metropolitan Region as a single entity was to satisfy the Water Corporation's need for a single set of values at a common valuation date.



The last three to four years has seen the Water Corporation move toward a user pays system with the likelihood that it will not require another General Valuation of all properties in the Metropolitan Region.  The impact of this change for Local Government is that there will no longer be a second client with whom to share the cost of the values.  The Water Corporation's withdrawal from the GRV programme would, without intervention lead to a doubling of charges to Local Government.



In an endeavour to minimise the financial burden to Local Government the Valuer General has implemented the following initiatives:�



?	Restructured the valuation resource to improve productivity through specialisation and more particularly created a Gross Rental Value Section that concentrates entirely on the provisions of those values.



?	Introduced an amended revaluation programme such that approximately one third of the Metropolitan Region is to be revalued each year with each Local Government area revisited on a three yearly cycle.  This new approach will remove the extreme peaks and troughs of the previous programme which was inefficient in terms of resource utilisation and periodically lead to an unacceptable level of service in programmes such as Interim Values and Objection determination.



The Valuer General advises that each of the above incentives will lead to a reduction in costs and an improved service in relation to the quality of values and timeliness in the provision of those values.



The Valuer General also advises that the amended revaluation programme cannot be introduced without impacting on Local Government clients.  Delaying the commencement of the new programme till 1997/98 was considered, however rejected on the basis that 1999/2000 was too late for the final third of the programme to commence.  By that time those values recently completed and in force from 1 July 1996 will be some five years old in terms of their date of valuation and not sufficiently up to date to satisfy the requirements of the Valuation of Land Act.



The Valuer General further advises that the change to the revaluation cycle has financial consequences for those nominated to take values earlier than expected, particularly so for those programmed for 1996/97, and in an effort to minimise the impact has offered the following:�



?	The charges for General Valuations for 1996/97 have been reduced from the 1995/96 level of $12.90 per value to an average of $9.75 per value largely through the projected productivity gains from an even annual programme and savings from the restructure of our valuation resources.



?	For those Local Governments required to take values effective 1 July 1997 the cost of those values will be further discounted by 15% (fifteen per cent) on the published 1996/97 charges.



?	Furthermore, for those required to take values effective 1 July 1997 consideration will be given to allowing the charges to be paid in two moieties, ie. 1996/97 and 1997/98.



These measures will only apply for the 1996/97 programme and are designed to provide assistance to those clients most affected by change to the General Valuation cycle.



The selection of those Local Government Areas (Valuation Districts) for inclusion in the forthcoming financial year (1997/98) programme has included the following considerations.



?	An emphasis on developing areas where the rate of change in the retrospective values of property types tends to be more pronounced and where an early revaluation would be of greater benefit than the more stable areas.



?	A need to create annual programmes that each comprise approximately 180,000 values and, allowing for growth, will remain reasonably equal over the medium to long term.



?	Acknowledgement of particular problems for some Councils due to such matters as impending physical relocation, the introduction of new computer systems and the like which would make the take up of a revaluation more difficult than normal.



?	The creation of groups of adjoining Valuation Districts with a degree of homogeneity within property types where concurrent valuation would lead to economies of scale.

As mentioned the Valuer General has included this City on the revaluation programme for 1996/97.  This will have the following impact on the City:�



1.	Wanneroo will have a general revaluation in successive years � 1996/97 and 1997/98 (remembering that revaluations of UV are now undertaken on an annual basis).



2.	As a consequence of (1) above the current revaluation (1996/97) will only last for one year.

3.	Council will need to finance $307,000 (78,500 values x $4.00) to fund the 1997/98 revaluation after having paid $250,000 for the 1996/97 revaluation which would normally have been operative for the following years:�

5.	Valuations throughout the City will be revalued again for the 1997/98 rating year which will not permit Council to have a uniform rate increase across the district.



The Valuer General is, in short, requesting Local Governments to advance their revaluation programme and to incur a cost earlier than would otherwise be the case.  While stating that it is his prerogative under the Valuation of Land Act to set valuation dates and times, the Valuer General is attempting to achieve this objective in a consultative manner.



As an incentive to Local Governments scheduled for the revaluation in 1996/97 he has discounted the fee payable by 15% � bringing the cost per valuation to $4.14 (calculated as follows:�

$9.75 less 15% x 50% = $4.14).  The 50% factor being the Government discount currently enjoyed by local governments.



Prior to assessing Council's options in this matter it is important for Council to realise the following:�



1.	Future costs of valuations through the Valuer General's Office will increase with the withdrawal of the Water Corporation subsidy and also the Government subsidy which is currently 50%.



2.	The accelerated revaluation programme will also have financial impacts.



3.	As a consequence of (2) above it will not be possible to have a common rate increase across the district in 1996/97 and 1997/98.

�

In assessing this matter the following options emerge:�



	Option A



	Not accept the revaluation in 1997/98 and seek to defer the revaluation until either 1998/99 or 1999/2000.



	Option B



	Accept the revaluation in 1997/98.



The advantages/disadvantages of Option A are:�



	Advantages



	?	Defer the impact of the valuations for a year or two.



	Disadvantages



	?	Pay a higher price for valuations as the Valuer General will not offer a discounted price.  In fact the Government is seriously considering deleting the 50% subsidy currently enjoyed by local governments.



The advantages/disadvantages of Option B are:�



	Advantages



	?	Obtain the revaluation at a cheaper rate, ie. $4.14 per valuation.



	?	Have more up to date valuations on which to distribute the rate burden.



	Disadvantages



	?	Unable to have a common rate increase in 1997/98 (as well as the current year 1996/97).



	?	Fund a revaluation earlier than would otherwise be the case.



Accepting that the rescheduled revaluation programme is inevitable and given that officers have met with the Valuer General and discussed this matter, it would seem that Council has a further option � Option C.

	2.	Advise the Valuer General that as an accelerated revaluation programme in 1997/98 will cause both ratepayer dissatisfaction and impact adversely on Council's works programme (having to find additional funding), the following payment plan is required:�

As Councillors will recall, the contract documents for the project were signed on 19 December 1995 and construction is proceeding in accordance with that contract.  Council made budgetary provision in the 1995/96 financial year and the current 1996/97 Draft Budget provides funds to complete the project.



In view of Council's contractual obligation, no action can be taken in regard to this petition without incurring considerable expense to the City.

SUMMARY



Council's Historical Sites Advisory Committee has recommended to Council that consultant Dr Vic Semeniuk of the V & C Semeniuk Research Group be engaged to prepare a brief report on the geomorphology and related conservation values of Walluburnup Swamp.  It is recommended that Dr Semeniuk be engaged for this purpose and also to define/delineate the wetland edges affecting the Perry's Paddock Historical Village plan.



BACKGROUND



At its meeting of 19 June 1996, the Historical Sites Advisory Committee (HSAC) was briefed on progress of studies relating to the Perry's Paddock Historical Village project.  The Committee was advised of comments made at a meeting of the National Parks and Nature Conservation Authority (NPNCA) by Dr Vic Semeniuk regarding the geomorphology and related conservation values of Walluburnup Swamp.  The comments were to the effect that this wetland is one of the oldest wetlands on the Swan Coastal Plain and is consequently of high conservation value.



As Dr Semeniuk is widely accepted as a foremost authority on wetlands, the HSAC considered it desirable to seek a brief report from him along the lines of his comments made to the NPNCA.



DISCUSSION



Dr Semeniuk has been approached on the matter and he has advised that he would be able to prepare a brief report for a fee of $500 to $1,000, with the amount determining the fullness of his report.



At a subsequent meeting of the Perry's Paddock Project Team (comprising Council officers and State Government officers), the matter of accurate definition/delineation of the edges of the three wetlands (Walluburnup Swamp, Lake Joondalup, Beenyup Swamp) which affect the Perry's Paddock area was discussed.  Such accurate delineation of these edges is necessary in determining the constraints which should be accounted for in the design of the area and in determining the extent of developable area.  To date, the delineation of the edges has been a contentious issue and the Project Team considered it worthwhile engaging an outside, authoritative person to settle the matter.  An expansion of Dr Semeniuk's brief as referred to earlier to include this task was therefore recommended.  An increase in the budget to $3,000 should accommodate the extra task.



RECOMMENDATION:



THAT Council BY AN ABSOLUTE MAJORITY in accordance with the provisions of Section 6.8 of the Local Government Act authorises the expenditure of up to $3,000 for the purpose of engaging Dr Vic Semeniuk of V & C Semeniuk Research Group to provide a report on the geomorphology and related conservation values of Walluburnup Swamp, and to define and delineate the wetland edges relating to the Perry's Paddock Historic Village site, such expenditure to be charged to the Perry's Paddock Reserve Account No 32361.

SUBJECT:	TENDERS � PERSONAL COMPUTERS



		



In accordance with Council resolution C140�04/96, tenders for the supply of Personal Computers were called before adoption of the 1996/97 Draft Budget.  Council agreed to this arrangement to avoid delays in purchasing Personal Computers.



Council had the option of purchasing PC's through the government contract without calling tenders.  The Government tender price is $1,678 therefore that option was not pursued.



A total of 39 responses were received which included a later tender from Vanguard Technologies which was not considered.  Tenders ranged in price from $1,291 to $2,663.  



A base specification was included as part of the tender documentation along with a list of upgrade options for processor, RAM, hard disc and other components. Tenderers were requested to provide a unit price for the base specification personal computer and individual component prices for the upgrade options.



It was not considered practical or reasonable to evaluate all tenders.  Therefore, the PC's offered by the five lowest tenderers were evaluated.  Those tenderers were as follows :

All tenderers except S M Computer supplied a unit on the day requested. This company was contacted by phone and one of the partners explained that they were having problems with their wholesaler so would not be able to supply a unit and would therefore withdraw from the tender. 



The evaluation process was performed using the following criteria  :



      1.    Equipment quality

      2.    Benchmark testing of performance

      3     Ability to run Council utilised network software



1	EQUIPMENT QUALITY



The main case of each unit was opened for the purpose of examining the quality of the assembly. The monitors supplied were examined for clarity, the keyboards for the ability to stand up to heavy use and the mouse for the ease of use and the general feel of the movement.



	1.1  Trinix Business Machines Pty Ltd

	

	The main processor case was of acceptable standard and there were no problems with the quality of assembly.   



	The monitor was of lesser quality in terms of clarity than others evaluated.

	      

	The keyboard was of average quality and was considered to be below the Honeywell standard.

	  

	The tenderer failed to supply a mouse so a Microsoft mouse from stock was used.  



	1.2  Todaytech Computers Pty Ltd



	The main processor case was of acceptable standard and there were no problems with the quality of the assembly. The case was regarded as the best of all those supplied in terms of quality and practicality.



	The monitor was of a high quality in terms of clarity and regarded as the best of the monitors supplied.

	   

	The keyboard was of good quality and up to Honeywell standard. 



	The mouse was of good quality.



	1.3  AtlasWest

	

	The main processor case was of a relatively poor standard.  The top of the case could be lifted off by merely pushing a couple of buttons. This was not regarded as acceptable. 



	The monitor was of good quality but was not as good as the Todaytech monitor. 



	The keyboard was of average quality and the mouse was of good quality. 



	1.4  Vigo Technologies Pty Ltd.

	

	The processor cabinet was not considered acceptable since the reset button protruded from the front of the cabinet because it could easily be accidentally knocked causing the PC to re�boot.



	The monitor was  good and close to the quality of the Todaytech monitor. 



	A Honeywell keyboard was supplied and the mouse was of good quality. 

	



2	BENCHMARK TESTING OF PERFORMANCE

	

A series of tests were conducted aimed at assessing the relative performance of the 3 units which were considered satisfactory. These tests report on the relative speed of the processor, hard disc controller and drive and the graphics capability.

   

The processor supplied by each tenderer was identical (ie Intel Pentium 100Mhz) and this was reflected in the tests.



The performance of the disc controller and hard disc drive were tested and the results showed no significant difference between all units.  The difference in performance would certainly not be detectable by a user whilst running typical applications.  The Trinix unit performed slightly better than the other units, with the Todaytech unit second followed by the Vigo Technologies unit. The Trinix unit was fitted with a 1.2 Gigabyte hard disc drive which would provide slightly faster performance.

  

There was a big discrepancy in the graphics tests results. The Todaytech PC performed much better than the other units.  The Todaytech unit had been set up with the appropriate graphics driver for the graphics card installed whereas all other units had been configured with a standard WINDOWS VGA or SVGA driver.   



3	ABILITY TO RUN COUNCIL UTILISED NETWORK PRODUCTS



Council uses some proprietary networking software to provide access to its current mainframe and UNIX processors. It is essential that any PC considered for purchase be able to run this software since access to these processors will continue for some years into the future. All products were loaded onto the test units and each one proved capable of running the products concerned.



CONCLUSION



There was very little in terms of performance between all of the tendered units and all PC's would run Council's network software,  therefore the choice of PC needed to be made on the unit price and the quality.



The quality of the Todaytech Computers unit was superior to the other units and was the second cheapest at $1380.  The Trinix PC was cheaper at $1,291 but was supplied with a keyboard and a monitor  of a standard which was considered less than that required for Council purposes.



The units supplied by AtlasWest and Vigo Technologies were also not of the same quality as the Todaytech unit and were more expensive.



Todaytech was Council's supplier in the 1995/96 financial year.  The company has provided a good product and service level although there have been a few problems with supply of PC's.  Most of the supply problems related to the late delivery of monitors. Todaytech now believes that this problem has been overcome. Very few of the PC's provided during the year were faulty and where problems were encountered these were rectified quickly.



Having regard for the price and the quality of the Todaytech unit and the fact that Council has received a satisfactory level of service from this company in the previous financial year, it is considered that the tender from this company should be accepted.



RECOMMENDATION



That the tender for the supply of personal computers for 1996/97 be awarded to Todaytech Computers Australia Pty Ltd at a price of $1390 per unit, subject to funding being provided in the 1996/97 Budget.

SUMMARY



Council has agreed to lease a portion of Kingsway Reserve (No 28058), Landsdale, to the Wanneroo Districts Netball Association for an international standard netball stadium, subject to the Association obtaining sufficient funding.  The Association has advised verbally that its banker is prepared to advance the funding  required for the project and proposes to call for expressions of interest for the partial lease of the complex in August 1996.  As the preparation of the lease agreement will take some time to prepare, the Association has requested the City to prepare a Heads of Agreement to enable the works to commence prior to the lease documentation being finalised.  The request is reasonable and should be supported by Council.



BACKGROUND



The Netball Association currently leases a portion of Kingsway Reserve (No 28058) Landsdale, which is set aside for the purpose of recreation and is vested in the City with power to lease for periods of up to twenty�one (21) years.



The Association proposes to expand and erect an indoor netball centre with four international standard netball courts together with ancillary amenities, including toilets and change�rooms, administration offices, clubrooms, first�aid centre, function area and a creche.  The Association intends to introduce commercial interests to manage a sports physiotherapy centre and a gymnasium within the complex.



Funding for the proposal was detailed in the City Recreation and Cultural Services Manager's report to the Finance and Community Services Committee (Item CS203�10/95).  Part of the funding will be by way of a mortgage and the Association has requested a 35�year lease term to enable it to amortise the expenditure and repay the loans.  The Commonwealth Bank of Australia has agreed to grant the Netball Association a mortgage, the Ministry for Sport and Recreation has approved the Association's application for funding and the City is contributing one million dollars to the project.



The existing reserve purpose and power to lease term is unsuitable for the proposals being put forward by the Netball Association, so Council, at its meeting on 28 February 1996 (Item TP9�02/96) resolved to agree to an area being excised from Reserve No 28058 with a new reserve created and vested in the City with power to lease for a thirty�five year period to accommodate the proposed netball stadium.  Council also resolved to enter into a lease agreement with the Wanneroo Districts Netball Association over the new reserve for a netball stadium.



LEASE AGREEMENT



The netball Association is a non�profit organisation and it proposes to fund the operation and the stadium by sub�leasing to commercial enterprises such as a coffee shop, a physiotherapist and the gymnasium. The rental received from the commercial enterprises, together with the membership fees received from netballers, will be used to operate and maintain the premises as well as meeting  the mortgage repayments to the Commonwealth Bank.



As well as the standard lease conditions, the lease to the Association should incorporate the following provisions:



	�	grants the Association the ability to sub�lease portions of the stadium premises to commercial enterprises;



	�	gives the City Treasurer the authority to undertake annual audits of accounts or to view the Association's own audit of accounts to ensure the financial management of the stadium is to the City's satisfaction;



	�	ensures that when the Association has paid back the Commonwealth Bank, any surplus funds can be put towards the upgrading and maintenance of the outdoor netball courts, as well as the existing leased building which is likely to be retained by the Association as its headquarters;



	�	allows the City the opportunity to recoup part or all of its one million dollar contribution towards the building if at some point in time the Association is making a profit.



	�	the Netball Building Committee shall have a Councillor and the City's Building Surveyor or his nominee representing the Council on the Committee;



	�	the City reserves the right to independently assess the progress payments for the construction of the building as and when required;



	�	prior to the contract for the building being let the City needs to be satisfied that all funds for the project have been secured and are available.  Further, that the cash�flow for the project meets with the City's approval.



	�	the City will pay its one third proportion of the capital cost as construction progresses to a maximum of its 1996/97 commitment of $500,000 and will pay its remaining $500,000 on 1 October 1997, provided the building is completed to its satisfaction. 



HEADS OF AGREEMENT



The Association is hoping to call tenders for some of the activities within the building in August 1996.  To achieve its construction programme, it would need to commence construction around September/October this year.



The excision of the new reserve and the preparation of the lease documents is likely to take considerable time.  It is therefore suggested that the City prepares a Heads of Agreement document setting out the likely terms of the lease.  The Heads of Agreement will provide sufficient security to the Commonwealth Bank to enable it to provide financial accommodation to the Association.



The Department of Land Administration (DOLA) has indicated to the Association that it is prepared to create the new reserve with vesting in the City with power to lease for periods of up to thirty�five years.



The fact that DOLA has agreed to vest the reserve in the City  rather than lease the site to the City indicates that DOLA does not intend to seek any payment for the leased premises.  To protect the City, however, the Heads of Agreement should contain a clause which provides for the situation where DOLA decides not to create a new reserve vested in the City, but to lease the site to the City for a commercial rental.  If the situation arises, the City should have the option to pass on DOLA's rental costs to the Association by way of an annual rental as outlined above.



RECOMMENDATION:



THAT Council agrees to enter into a legal agreement with the Wanneroo Districts Netball Association for the proposed International Netball Stadium at Kingsway Reserve No 28058, Landsdale with the Heads of Agreement to be generally those outlined in this report.

SUMMARY



Craigie Leisure Centre's swim programme caters to a broad range of levels from beginner to competitive squad swimmers.  Swim Coaching is one component of Craigie Leisure Centre's swim programme.  It caters primarily to the more competitive swimmer.



The current demand for access to Craigie Leisure Centre's swim coaching programme has necessitated the need for firm guidelines on this issue.



The programme will operate at capacity for the 1996/97 swim season.  Clear guidelines will ensure potential participants are aware of the eligibility criteria for entry into the programme.  (Attachment 1 refers).



BACKGROUND



Due to the high demand for entry into the Swim Coach programme and the limited pool space, the maximum number of participants is 100 per season.



Most competitive swimmers are registered with the Western Australian Swimming Association (WASA) through an affiliated Club and would provide a clear criterion for entry into the programme.



Council has a responsibility, however, for ensuring equity of access to those wishing to swim at this level but not be registered with WASA.  It is contrary to Council's basic provision of service to exclude people from a public facility on the basis of membership of another organisation.





RECOMMENDATION



That Council adopts the proposed "Swim Coaching Programme Guidelines for Entry" as detailed in Attachment 1 to Report No.

*	First priority is given to swimmers who were squad members of Craigie Leisure Centre in the previous season.



*	Priority entry is given to Craigie Leisure Centre's current mini squad and development squad participants.



*	Third priority is then given to any other swimmer who is prepared to meet the training schedule and guidelines.



*	Placement in training sessions, ie training times and specific lanes will be at the discretion of the coaching staff and Swim Programme Coordinator.  This will be based on each swimmer's level of performance, attendance levels, degree of application and ability level.



*	Junior squad members must train a MINIMUM of 3 times a week (barring illness or events such as family holidays and other legitimate reasons, BUT please have the courtesy to inform the Coach and discuss it with him.)



*	Senior squad members must train MINIMUM of 4 MORNING sessions a week, and may increase to 6 mornings as necessary and in consultation with the Coach (barring illness or events such as family holidays and other legitimate reasons, BUT please have the courtesy to inform the Coach and discuss it with him.)



*	Membership to the squad will be at the discretion of the Swim Coach and the Swim Programme Coordinator and is based on a swimmers ability to function within the Squad.



*	Attendance to dry land conditioning sessions will be at the discretion of the coaching staff.  The criteria will be training sessions attended, age and physical maturity.  This follows recommended medical and physiological guidelines for such activities.

SUMMARY



Sporting clubs and schools are requesting services or facilities such as the Fitness Centre or aerobics separately or in combination at Craigie Leisure Centre.  They do this  on a casual basis without wishing to make a long term booking.  It is necessary to set guidelines and determine  fees for this type of usage.



It is considered there is significant potential to attract additional revenue to the Centre if an attractive package is offered to these groups.



BACKGROUND



Many clubs and schools request programmes that do not "fit" the existing Schedule of Charges.  Detailed below are draft fee rates for a range of programme options.



Bookings that require Instructors, ie circuit room, aerobics classes, sports coaching and fitness suite work�outs:



	*	$3.50 per person, per hour, for groups of 15 or more;

			

*	$4.00 per person, per hour, for groups under 15, with a minimum payment of $40.00;



		Fitness Suite bookings limited to 'off peak' times and at the discretion of the Recreation Facilities Manager.



		Under normal corporate membership rates with unrestricted usage, the per visit charge is estimated at $2.50.  Given the membership fee is paid up front, the variation between the "casual" corporate charge and the normal fee seems reasonable.



Multiple activity bookings:



	*	that require an instructor for all activities should have a minimum charge of $3.50 per hour, with no discount for bookings of more than one hour;



	*	that utilise an instructor for one hour and then use an area without supervision will be charged the $3.50 per person for the supervised session and then the appropriate room hire for the unsupervised session;



	*	if the second activity is in the pool, the additional fee should be $1.20 per person.



Due to public liability insurance concerns, the circuit room should not be used unsupervised.



Half day bookings for schools should be charged at $6.00 �$10.00  per person.  Flexibility is required to account for school size and hours requested.  This  needs to be at the Facility Manager's discretion.



	Peak versus off peak rates:



	*	all patrons to be charged the same rates with no differentiation between peak and off peak times;



	*	groups who are hiring a room during peak times should be limited to ten week bookings, followed by a review;



	*	no concession rates for students, children or pensioners with group bookings.



For clubs with more than 15 members wishing to make a more formal commitment to use the Fitness Suite a deposit determined by the length of the booking and a fee of $2.50 per person per visit is proposed subject to:



	*	there being no refund of the deposit in the event of the Club cancelling its programme at the Centre;



	*	a maximum of two visits per week by the club;



	*	clubs must book in advance to use the Suite and Club members cannot use the Suite outside of these times;



	*	deposit of $  400 for  2 months use

		deposit of $  600 for  4 months use

		deposit of $  800 for  6 months use

		deposit of $1,000 for  8 months use

		deposit of $1,200 for 10 months use

		deposit of $1,400 for 12 months use

The clinics will be offered to the public free of charge.  WASA suggests that promotion of the programme at Craigie Leisure Centre will result in additional media exposure for the Centre.



The cost of the programme is estimated at:





Circuit Room Hire (3hrs):	$74.70

Pool Entry (50 children)	$85.00

Pool Entry ( 20 Spectators � est)	$20.00

Total			$179.70



The Healthway funding received by WASA is primarily for travel to the country and printing and promotion.  Given the health focus of the forum and the promotional and public relations potential, it is considered Council should donate the cost of the hall hire and pool entry for participants to the programme.  Spectators should still be required to pay if they wish to observe the proceedings.



The exact amount of the donation would be determined once participant numbers are known.

A request has been received from Mrs S Bunney seeking permission for a friend who is a qualified swimming instructor to privately teach her two young children at Craigie Leisure Centre (Attachment one refers).



BACKGROUND



Due to difficult financial circumstances Mrs Bunney cannot afford to pay the fee of $50.00 per child to join the "Learn to Swim" programme.  Mrs Bunney's friend has taught the children in exchange for baby�sitting services.  In the summer months they have been taught in a back yard pool; however, Mrs Bunney is anxious for them to continue during the winter months to maintain their skill level.



Council's By�Law 10 relating to Swimming Pools provides:



	A person other than a parent teaching his/her children shall not teach, coach or train any person in the pool premises unless with the prior written consent of the Council, subject to such condition as it thinks fit and may at any time withdraw such consent.



Should this request be agreed to, it leaves the door open for many other similar requests.  This would ultimately have a significant detrimental impact on the "Learn to Swim" programme at Aquamotion and Craigie Leisure Centre.



RECOMMENDATION



That Council advises Mrs S Bunney that private swimming lessons cannot be conducted at Council swimming pools.

SUMMARY



Personal training and rehabilitation programmes are growth areas for recreation centres.  Craigie Leisure Centre is experiencing demand from personal trainers and health professionals.



The benefits to Council of permitting these types of services through Council's recreation facilities include:



*	increased income;



*	increased participant commitment to their fitness programme.  The Centre thus benefits from increased entry or member fees;



*	personal trainers will recommend participants to the Centre;



*	personal trainers and health professionals bring in additional users of pool, gym and membership packages;



*	personal trainers and health professionals reduce the workload on Centre staff by conducting programmes with their clients; and



*	health professionals are a valuable resource for up to date information.



Programmes of this nature have been occurring for some time on a casual basis.  It is appropriate to formalise the processes and arrangements for this area.



BACKGROUND



Personal Trainers



Personal training is a new and rapidly developing area of the fitness industry.  Many people choose to hire a personal trainer to provide a "one on one" supervised work�out and ongoing support and motivation.



Personal trainers work with an individual in a range of disciplines including gym work�outs, running, circuit training and  swimming.



There have been attempts in the past to offer a personal trainer service "in house" at Craigie Leisure Centre.  Financially it was not viable and did not attract a client base.  It is considered if this facet of the fitness industry is permitted to operate at the Centre, it should be offered by private individuals.



Detailed below are draft guidelines to manage Personal Trainers conducting training sessions with their own clients in a Council facility.



A maximum of 5 personal trainers be permitted to operate from Craigie Leisure Centre at any one time.



A personal trainer's right to operate will be reviewed at the end of each financial year.



Personal trainers must possess:



	personal training accreditation from the Fitness Institute of Western Australia (FIWA) and/or be a qualified physiotherapist;



	public liability and professional indemnity insurance coverage to a minimum of $5 million;



Personal trainer clients must pay membership and entry fees for use of the facilities and services according to the Schedule of Charges set by Council from time to time.



A personal trainer is permitted to arrange corporate membership for their clients subject to compliance with the usual requirements of this type of membership.



A fee of $3.50 per session is payable by the personal trainer in addition to the membership or entry fees due to Council from their client.



Personal trainer clients must be appraised by Centre staff prior to commencing a programme with their personal trainer and then according to the regular appraisal schedule.



Personal trainer clients must sign an indemnity waiving their rights to take action against Council and acknowledging that Council has no relationship with their personal trainer.



Personal trainers are not permitted to solicit for business whilst on Council premises.



Personal trainers cannot be employees of Council working in Council's Recreation Centres.



	Centre staff will not accept or pass on messages etc from clients to the personal trainer; and



Personal trainers must adhere to the rules and regulations governing the conduct of activities at the Centre and give a written undertaking to ensure the programmes they offer clients conform to best practice as defined by the Fitness Institute of Western Australia.



These conditions will be incorporated into a written agreement with the personal trainer.



Health Professionals



Health professionals develop rehabilitation programmes for people with physical and neurological conditions.  On their advice, Insurance Companies often refer people to Craigie Leisure Centre to undertake rehabilitative work.



A programme is devised in consultation, for example, with a Physiotherapist and generally they attend the first session at the Centre with their client.  There is usually very little contact then until the programme is complete (usually three months).



Without a referral from a doctor or a physiotherapist rehabilitation programmes could not be undertaken.  It is considered Council should agree to health professionals referring Clients to the Centre and develop the programmes in consultation with Centre staff.



Council should receive payment for membership and entry fees from the client without an additional fee from the health professional.



Draft Guidelines for health professionals are listed below:



1	Health professionals are defined as being medical doctors, physiotherapists or occupational therapists.



2	No limit to number of referring practitioners.



3	Clients of health professionals must pay membership and entry fees for use of the facilities and services according to the Schedule of Charges set by Council from time to time.



4	On referral, a health professional client must be appraised by Centre staff prior to commencing a programme devised by Centre staff in consultation with the health professional.



5	Health professional trainer clients must sign an indemnity waiving their rights to take action against Council and acknowledging that Council has no relationship with their health professional.



6	Health professionals must possess public liability and professional indemnity insurance coverage to a minimum of $5 million.





RECOMMENDATION

Council, at its meeting on 28 February 1996, resolved to obtain a valuation of an appropriate lease fee for the operation of a sports club at the Football Clubrooms, Kingsway Sporting Complex (Item CS16�02/96 refers).



This report provides details of the valuation.



BACKGROUND



An independent valuer, Knight Frank Pty Ltd, was retained to provide the valuation (Attachment 1 refers).



In summary, the valuer recommends:



(a)	a lease fee of $10,000.00 in the first year;



(b)	a lease fee of $12,500.00 in the second year;



(c)	subject to turnover being in excess of $250,000.00 at the end of the second year, a review of the lease fee be undertaken.



Several clubs are currently involved in discussions to establish a Sports Club at this venue.  The lease fee is an important consideration and the various representatives are anxiously awaiting the outcome of this valuation.



RECOMMENDATION



That Council:



1	endorses a lease fee of $10,000.00 for the first year and $12,500 in the second year of operation of the sports club at the Football Clubrooms, Kingsway Sporting Complex;

SUBJECT:	REVIEW OF THE RATES OF PAY � CASUAL PROGRAMME STAFF IN RECREATION FACILITIES

		



SUMMARY



Council employs a large number of casual staff in a diverse range of leisure programmes.  Current salary rates are based on four levels of $12.00, $16.00, $21.00 and $26.00 per hour adopted by Council in August 1990.  Benchmark rates at other local government facilities indicate the City of Wanneroo's maximum rate of $26 per hour is below market standards for some casual programme staff (Attachment 1 refers).



A revised schedule of pay rates is attached for Council's consideration (Attachment 2 refers).  It should be noted the rates are a guide only and are flexible within the range depending on the skills and qualifications of the employee, the position, and the Centre concerned.



BACKGROUND



Frequently, over the last eighteen months, Managers at the various facilities have had difficulty in securing competent casual instructors for positions such as aerobics and aquarobics.  These instructors are paid up to $30 per hour for teaching classes in their specialist area at other local government  Recreation Centres.



The present casual staff rates cover aerobics, aquarobics, 'Learn to Swim' leisure course instructors and programme staff.  The current maximum of $26/hour does not enable the Recreation Facility Managers to offer some staff an appropriate wage.  In addition, the four tiered scale does not provide for small variations between the rates.



ASSESSMENT



These casual positions are not linked to an Award and as such Council is able to set appropriate rates of pay.  Criteria for setting pay rates for these positions include: fees charged for the programme; children or adult activities; duration of class; competence and experience; and the Centre at which the programme is held.



It is common for casual staff to fill different roles in a number of Centres and for pay rates for the different positions to vary accordingly.



It is proposed each Recreation Facility Manager be authorised to negotiate directly with individual casual staff to determine the rate of pay.  The rate will lie somewhere on the relevant scale for that position.  For example, the scale suggested for Aerobics/Aquarobics instructors is $16 � $30/hour.  The Manager at one Centre may believe the Centre's capacity to pay and the instructors value is worth $21 per hour.  Another instructor working at the same Centre may be offered $26 per hour at the Manager's discretion.



It is also anticipated a Manager at one Centre will be able to offer $24 per hour for an instructor, yet the same instructor may be offered $30 per hour at another.



The proposed schedule of casual pay rates ensures flexibility and accountability of the Managers in operating the various programmes under their control.  It will not automatically follow that all rates of pay will increase as the Managers are fully aware of the impact such an increase will have on their operating budget.



RECOMMENDATION



That Council:



1	endorses the Schedule of Pay Rates for Leisure Course Teachers, Instructors, Coaches, Umpires, Referees and Leisure Programme staff attached to Report No.     ; and



2	delegates authority to the Recreation Facility Managers to negotiate individual pay rates for casuals in line with this schedule.

SUMMARY



In a letter dated 6 June 1996 the Chairman of the Beaumaris Sports Association requested information, comment and clarification from Council on a number of concerns relating to the Association's proposed facility at Miami Boulevard Reserve, Iluka (Attachment 1 refers).



BACKGROUND



In July 1994 the North Perth Cricket Club formally registered interest in relocating to the City of Wanneroo at the Miami Boulevard Reserve, Iluka.  In November 1995 Council facilitated the formation of the Iluka Sportsman Club that has since developed into the  Beaumaris Sports Association.



This Association consists of the North Perth Cricket Club, Joondalup Lakers Hockey  Club and the Beaumaris Bowling Club.



The Beaumaris Sports Association elected an interim board on 12 March 1996 and has since worked towards the provision of the facility at Miami Boulevard Reserve.  The board is currently drafting a constitution, developing a grant submission to secure funds from the Community Sporting and Recreation Facilities Fund and calculating financial and management details for the Association.



ASSESSMENT



The issues raised by the Beaumaris Sports Association and responses from the relevant Council departments are summarised below.



Lease Fee



The Beaumaris Sports Association has proposed that the lease be structured in a manner which takes into consideration the ability of the Association to pay, especially in the initial years of growth.

The City Treasurer agrees that the lease fee can be structured to accommodate a phasing in period.  The exact details of these arrangements would need to be ascertained when more information about the facility is available.



Separate Lease for Bowling Greens



The City Planner has no objection to separate leases being granted over the bowling greens and the Association's building.  This is on the condition that all groups concerned are incorporated so that separate leases can be granted.



Area Available for Hockey Fields



Clarification was sought about the land available for hockey fields.  Due to public open space allocation, the final calculation of usable oval area will only be available at completion of the detailed design works.



The City Parks Manager reports the total space available for the entire area is 8.4357 hectares.  It is estimated completion will be mid�September 1996.



Maintenance of Turf Wickets



Information was requested concerning the "maintenance of the turf wickets by the cricket club and what remuneration the Council would be prepared to reimburse the club ...".



The City Parks Manager states that during initial discussions with the North Perth Cricket Club and Beaumaris Land Sales it was clearly stated that the club would be totally responsible for the installation and maintenance of turf wickets and practice facilities.



Oval Maintenance



The Chairman of the Beaumaris Sports Association requests  "what monetary considerations would be given to the Association ..." if it was to take on the task of oval maintenance?



The City Parks Manager states that Council has an agreement with Beaumaris Land Sales for all public open space in Iluka to be maintained by them after development for five years.  Council then accepts responsibility for standard maintenance works subject to discussions with the user groups and Beaumaris Land  Sales.



RECOMMENDATION



That Council provides written confirmation to the Beaumaris Sports Association of the issues raised in Report No.

SUMMARY



The Northern Metropolitan College of TAFE � Craigie has received a grant from "Ausmusic Showcase" to the value of $1,000 and has requested assistance from Council towards hire fees at Craigie Leisure Centre for one concert due to be held 24 August 1996.



BACKGROUND



Ausmusic's education and training programme "Music Industry Skills" (MIS) is utilised within approximately 1000 schools, education and training sites around Australia.  Craigie TAFE is one of these education and training sites.



Ausmusic has invited Craigie TAFE to participate in  a pilot programme to showcase the talents of young people, on the stage and behind the scenes.  Titled "Ausmusic Showcase", this programme will create live performance and training opportunities for young people in the community.



The objectives of "Ausmusic Showcase" are outlined below:



.	to provide entertainment opportunities for young audiences;



.	to promote performance opportunities for young people;



.	to promote on the job training opportunities for young people;



.	to create an ongoing regional infrastructure to support future activities.



The concert will be at the cost of $5.00 per head in order to break even on the overall production costs.

Craigie TAFE has requested that the City of Wanneroo supports the contemporary concert by donating the hire fee ($334) for the Function Room within Craigie Leisure Centre.  In return, the City of Wanneroo would feature as a sponsor on the publicity and advertising material associated with the concert.



In view of the fact that an entry fee is being charged it would seem that the Northern Metropolitan College of TAFE should be expected to contribute something towards the hire of the venue.  A fee equal to 50% of the function rate ($167) would appear appropriate.



As the Manager of Craigie Leisure Centre is attempting to achieve a "break�even" situation, it is unreasonable to expect that the balance be waived for this concert.  Funds could be made available from Allocation Number 32171 � "Production Costs" in the Cultural Development budget.  The necessary budget adjustment will be made in the 1996/97 Draft Budget to reflect this.



RECOMMENDATION



That Council advises the organisers of "Aussie Showcase" that it is prepared to donate 50% of the scheduled hire fee for the Function Room at Craigie Leisure Centre on 24 August 1996; however, it will require Northern Metropolitan College of TAFE to meet the remaining costs of $167.00.

At its meeting on 27 March 1996, Council endorsed a recommendation regarding the progression of development associated with the former Luisini Winery site (Item C102�03/96 refers).



The commitment required by the City of Wanneroo on the administration of the project has proceeded to a point where direct input from Council is necessary at the meetings of the working group.



DETAIL



The site consists of five lots 41�45 of Survey Plan 16167 (Titles Office) Lakeway Drive, Kingsley, within the boundary of the Yellagonga Regional Park.  The site is thereby subject to the guidelines of management of regional park lands as per the Systems Six document as administered by CALM.



The volume of funds to be expended on the initial stages of the development project to date include:



.	$ 20,000	�	Conservation Plan as per Ministry for Planning.

.	$100,000	�	Engaging a project architect and tradespeople.

.	$360,000	�	Estimated Federal funding for LEAP Scheme Project.



Council has not been approached to contribute funds at this stage.



The Ministry for Planning acquired the site in 1986, as wine making ceased at the site some time previous.  Research is currently under way to outline the chronology of events concerning the Winery.



It is intended to redevelop the site for a community based facility.  The Conservation Plan will outline policies for the future management of the site and provide suggestions for the future use of the site.

The City of Wanneroo has been advised by the Hon. Paul Omodei, Minister for Multicultural and Ethnic Affairs that a grant application to establish Language Learning Resource Centres at the Girrawheen and Central libraries has been successful.



Background



The Office of Multicultural Interests and the Lotteries Commission are making available grants over a three year period to establish new Language Learning Centres in Western Australian public libraries.  Council is to receive $19,300.  This initiative is designed to celebrate the International Year of Tolerance in a way which will be of lasting value to the community.



The City of Wanneroo is rich in its ethnic composition and diversity, with residents from most Non�English Speaking Backgrounds (NESB).  With the exception of Vietnamese in the Girrawheen Library service area, NESB residents are scattered throughout Council's fifty suburbs.  Council submitted two grant applications for the Girrawheen and Joondalup Libraries in order to provide the most efficient and cost effective use of services and resources to cater to the needs of the local community.



	Girrawheen Library



	As Girrawheen caters to the state's largest Vietnamese community, the proposed centre at this library will address the Asian languages.



	Joondalup Library



	A submission was made for $20,000 to fund a central sub�regional collection of strength of all languages.  The state's largest public library, in a central city location,  Joondalup is to open seven days a week.  It will disseminate information from strong central collections to the local level though the City's branch libraries.  A central language collection is considered vital as scattered NESB community members are quite isolated in their needs.  It also offers the most efficient opportunity to exploit limited resources.

As the Joondalup Library is currently under construction, the judging panel communicated it was ineligible for the 1995/96 round of grants.  A revised submission sought funding over two grant periods based on the need to commence the central collection as soon as possible:



	i)	1995/96 � a $9,300 submission to establish the nucleus of the resource collection at the Whitford Library.  This will enable early access and the development of a viable collection for the opening of Joondalup.



	ii)	1996/97 � a $10,000 submission to fund the equipment for the resource centre.



Early commitment to the Joondalup centre was considered important to enable wiring, furniture and equipment to be incorporated into the design and establishment phases of the project.



Centre Objectives



1)	To provide access to English language learning resources and support development of English skills in NESB City of Wanneroo community members.



2)	To supplement services available from other providers of English as Second  Language (ESL) resources.



3)	To support the learning of languages other than English by the community and in line with Education Department policy.

EVALUATION



i)	Financial



	The proposal involves both initial and ongoing financial commitment by Council.  In order to be viable, this proposal should provide an alternative option to the Alexander Heights Library currently scheduled for construction in 2000/2001.



	The available area falls far short of the 1320m2 required for the Alexander Heights project.  By removing Landsdale from the Alexander Heights service area, the building size could be reduced to 1056m2.  However,  the joint Library would then require an area of 300m2, significantly more than the 90m2 available.



	Initial funding for furniture, equipment, computers and wiring could be an additional expense to Council as there are no surplus items currently available.  Ongoing maintenance costs and financial responsibility for stock losses are also a consideration.



ii)	Management



	On�line computer access is not recommended as it has the potential to place at risk Council's full database security, library membership, privacy and data integrity.



iii)	Service



	The current nucleus for the proposed library currently comprises approximately 10,000 stock items at the Vietnamese Centre.  The bulk of these are multiple copies of Vietnamese and Buddhist texts.  It is probable usage of these by the City's residents may be restricted due to class requirements.  



	As previously stated, the area is too small to offer full public library services.    It is also unlikely Council's regular public library opening hours could be maintained.  The proposed library could only offer a specialist collection.  The local Vietnamese community already use the Centre while other community members studying these subjects would not form a large segment of the population, with the remote location inconvenient to many.
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OPTIONS



The proposal for a traditional joint�use library is not considered practical in this instance.  Unfortunately other options available are also limited:



	i.	Computer enquiry



		Council could allow enquiry on the library database restricted to stock holdings.  It is not recommended that Council undertake the workload of adding the Vietnamese collection to the database when the lack of control of that collection would immediately out�date that data.



		It is not considered appropriate Council provide computer equipment to the Vietnamese community as this would establish a precedent with significant financial implications.

	

	ii)	Deposit collection



		Policy does not support deposit collections due to a lack of resource management control and financial implications.  



	iii)	Language Learning Resource Centre



		Grants are currently available to public libraries to provide Language Learning Resource Centres in locations offering maximum access by the community.  It would be difficult for Council to submit a joint application for the proposed site as community access would be greatly restricted compared to a public library.



		Resource sharing



		It is suggested the most practical sharing of resources would be achieved by promotion of close relations between the Girrawheen Library and the new Vietnamese Community Library, enabling better knowledge of total resources and reciprocal referrals.



		Council is currently a member of the Joondalup Information Providers Group which aims to exploit information resource collections and services.  Although membership has been restricted to services within Joondalup, the possibility of including the Vietnamese community will be raised at the next meeting.
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Recommendation:





That Council:



i)	does not proceed with the joint�use library proposed by the Vietnamese community



ii)	promotes information resource sharing between the Vietnamese community and the Girrawheen Library.

Mr John David Lambert of 42 Urawa Road, Duncraig, is the registered owner of a male Staffordshire Bull Terrier which is habitually kept at the above address (see dog registration 96/14839�Attachment 1).



The dog is currently licenced with the City until October 1996.  For a period of approximately four months the dog has been subject of numerous serious complaints from Mr Lambert's neighbours and Council Rangers.



The complaints have centred on the dog wandering at large and its aggressive nature towards people and other dogs.



A sample of the type of complaints is undermentioned.



1)	03/02/96. Complaint 47756 from a resident of Barker Drive, Duncraig who advised he was walking along Urawa Road with a baby in a pram when the dog ran out and tried to attack him.



2)	03/02/96.  Complaint DB9/96 from a resident of Hilton Place, Duncraig who was walking in Urawa Road with his wife when the dog baled them up.



3)	03/04/96.  Complaint 48389 from a resident of Urawa Road who complained that the dog was wandering at large.



4)	03/04/96.  Complaint 48387 from another resident of Urawa Road who said the dog is causing problems.



5)	03/04/96.  Complaint 48648 from a resident of Urawa Road who said this dog, plus another dog from the same address, are attacking passers by.



6)	27/05/96.  Complaint 49146 from a resident of Urawa Road who advised this dog, plus another dog, chased her.



During this period, six infringement notices have been previously issued to Mr Lambert, two of which have been paid, and the other four are still outstanding and have been lodged with the Fines Enforcement Registry.  Payment for the four infringement notices was made, then the cheque was dishonoured.  On 3 April 1996 a letter was sent to Mr Lambert warning that should further complaints be received regarding the wandering of his dog, Council may seek the cancellation of the registration of his dog.



The litany of complaints and problems caused by Mr Lambert's dog would strongly suggest that he is not a fit and proper person to hold a licence under the Dog Act.



Under Section 16(3) the Council (inter alia) may direct that the registration of a dog shall be cancelled, i.e.



16(3)	The Council may direct the registration officer to refuse to effect or renew the registration of a dog, and may direct that the registration of a dog shall be cancelled, if�

	(a)	the applicant, the owner, or the registered owner, as the case may be, has been convicted, or has paid a modified penalty, in respect of an offence under this Act on two or more occasions during the preceding 12 months; or

	(b)	the dog in question has been shown to the satisfaction of the Council to be destructive, dangerous, vicious, unduly mischievous, or to be suffering from a contagious or infectious disease.



Subsequent to Council resolving to cancel the dog licence of Mr Lambert a notice pursuant to Section 16(4) must forthwith be served on him of the cancellation and must be accompanied by a Statement in writing giving the grounds upon which the decision of the Council was made.



Under the provisions of Section 17 of the Dog Act Mr Lambert will have a right of appeal to the Local Court, Joondalup against Council's decision.  The Court may either affirm or quash Council's decision.



If no appeal is lodged within the 14 day period then Council may apply to a Justice of the Peace in accordance with Section 17(4) of the Dog Act for an order for seizure and destruction of Mr Lambert's dog.



RECOMMENDATION



That Council:



1	in accordance with Section 16(3) of the Dog Act 1976 directs that the registration held by Mr John David Lambert of 42 Urawa Road, Duncraig, namely licence no. 14839 of 1996 relating to a male Staffordshire Bull Terrier dog be cancelled;



2	gives effect to the cancellation of the dog licence by serving a notice on Mr J D Lambert under the provisions of Section 16(4) of the Dog Act with an accompanying statement setting out Council's grounds for its decision to cancel the licence;



3	failing an appeal by Mr Lambert against Council's decision within the prescribed 14 day period, seeks an order from a Justice of the Peace under Section 17(4) of the Dog Act for the seizure and humane destruction of Mr Lambert's dog;



4	gives notice in writing to Mr Lambert of the seizure and subsequent destruction of his dog in accordance with the order given by a Justice of the Peace.

Council draws its authority to appoint Honorary Parking Inspectors under Section 669DA of the Local Government Act 1960.



Should Council resolve to authorise the applicants, their enforcement duties will cover all parking enforcement as contained in Council's Parking Facilities Ordinance No. 19.  Council will also be required to authorise the applicants under the Local Government Uniform General (Parking for Disabled Persons) By�laws 1988.

The Honorary Parking Inspectors will be empowered to issue offending motorists with two separate types of infringement notice under the abovementioned By�laws.  These notices will be strictly monitored by the City's Municipal Law & Fire Services Department and any monies paid by way of fines must be directed to Council.  Payment of on the spot fines cannot be made to the issuing officer, or to the Whitford City Shopping Centre Management or the Managing Agents.



The applicants are of good character and there appears to be no impediment to their honorary appointments.



The positions, if approved under Section 669DA, will confer the authority for Honorary Inspectors to serve infringement notices or modified penalties under Section 669D (Local Government Act) of which parking, standing or leaving of a vehicle are an element.  However, the power to withdraw a modified penalty or infringement notice is not conferred on Honorary Parking Inspectors by Section 669DA.



The position is voluntary and the officers, if appointed, do not receive any form of salary, wage or other gratuity from Council.  The duties performed as Honorary Parking Inspectors will be carried out during their paid duties by their employers.



The appointments, as in the case of Honorary Beach Inspectors, will be for a 12 month period and may be cancelled by resolution of Council.

SUMMARY



The City of Wanneroo recently received correspondence from the Festival of Perth conveying the Lotteries Commission had decided, that after six years, sufficient profile and need for the free family concert had been established (Attachment 1 refers).  Therefore, the Festival of Perth has suggested the City of Wanneroo could raise the necessary monies for future events.



BACKGROUND



Over the past six years, the City of Wanneroo in conjunction with the Festival of Perth and Lotteries Commission, have staged a free family concert in Joondalup.  The concerts have attracted approximately 3,000 people to the site and have featured as a major contributor to community cultural development within the City of Wanneroo.



In preparation for the 1996 concert, the Lotteries Commission suggested to the Festival of Perth that other areas be considered to hold the concert, since the intention of the funding was to reach a wider audience for festival events.  The Lotteries Commission and the Festival of Perth consider that the City of Wanneroo could provide the necessary funds for the event in the future.



The Lotteries Commission has traditionally funded Council to the value of $25,000 for each  concert.  Council has contributed $7,000 towards the event.  In 1996, total expenditure for "Sierra Maestra" was $32,000.



It is envisaged negotiations will continue with the Festival of Perth Administration regarding future performances potentially suitable for a City of Wanneroo audience and the relevant expenditure required by Council.  Projections associated with this will be listed in the 1997/98 Draft Budget for consideration.



Council has two options:



1	it provides $32,000 in its 96/97 budget to maintain this event in the City of Wanneroo; or



2	it advises the Festival of Perth that due to budgetary constraints it is unable to fund this event in February 1997.





RECOMMENDATION



That Council advises the Festival of Perth administration that due to budgetary constraints it is unable to provide the necessary funds to stage a concert in Joondalup in February 1997.

SUMMARY



A request has been received from the Committee for the Prevention of Child Abuse in the City of Wanneroo, for a donation of hire fees for the parent education forum to be held on 27 August 1996, in the Function Room at Craigie Leisure Centre.



BACKGROUND



A similar forum was held at MacDonald Pavilion on 23 May 1996.  At its meeting on 24 April 1996, Council resolved to allow the group free use of this facility.  It also resolved to make a non�statutory donation of $100 to the group to assist with the operation of a creche at the above venue.



The forum scheduled for Craigie Leisure Centre is a continuation of this very successful programme.  The fee for this use of the Function Room between 9.00am and 3.00pm is $166.80.  Council's policy states that:



"for community groups conducting full day events in indoor recreation facilities the charge shall be 50% of the applicable hourly function rate."



The reduced fee for this booking is, therefore, $83.40.



Council may, however, choose to make a non�statutory donation of this amount from Account No. 26531 Sundry Donations, Other Welfare.



Some Parents attending may also require creche services for their children.  At the May 1996 forum approximately 35 children were placed in the creche.  The cost per child will be $8.25.  The Committee intends asking parents to pay $2.00 towards the creche and has requested that Council subsidises the balance.  Assuming similar numbers as the May forum, this will amount to an additional $218.75.



Creche numbers will not be known until early August.

It would seem appropriate therefore to make a further $100 donation to the Committee for the Prevention of Child Abuse in the City of Wanneroo to assist in the operation of the creche for the forum at Craigie Leisure Centre.

CULTURAL SERVICES



MURAL ARTS PROGRAMME



A variety of mural arts projects have been undertaken in recent months:



*	7 May 1996 � painting of mural on the Warwick Bowling Club's storage container.



*	Negotiations with Protecta Systems (graffiti coating) for commission of murals by young people in the programme.



*	Liaison with students of Wanneroo Senior High School on the painting of a mural in the school grounds.



*	8, 9 and 11 June 1996 � painting of mural on the Freeman Way underpass (transversing Marmion Avenue) using young people involved in the programme.



*	Continuation of bus shelter murals on Marmion Avenue.



*	Display of urban art "One Drum Different Beats" Youth Festival at Lakeside, Joondalup.



1996 CRAFT AWARD



The 1996 Craft Award and Exhibition was held at Lakeside Shopping Centre, Joondalup, from 12�20 June.



The exhibition was officially opened by the Mayor, Cr Arnold Dammers, on  Tuesday 11 June.  Several prizes were awarded under the categories of Best Craft Student, Award for Excellence, Innovative Award and Dynamic Craft Award � Design for Industry.



Approximately, eighty Western Australian artists entered over 120 pieces of art work of varying mediums, making a very interesting and exciting exhibition.  An average of 600 people viewed the exhibition daily, making a total of 4800 for the duration of the event.

HEART FOUNDATION AWARD



The City of Wanneroo's Coastal Dual Use Paths have won the Heart Foundation's 1996 Healthy Hearts Local Government Award for Best Outdoor Recreation Facility.  By winning the State Award, the Coastal Dual Use Paths have been entered into the National competition.  The winners of the National Awards will be announced in early August.



The other two entries both received recognition being "Highly Commended" in the Best Specialist Programme category.  These entries were "Autumn Adventures", an adventure recreation programme for young people with mild intellectual disabilities and "Live it Up", a youth programme run by Anchors Youth Centre.

Aquatic Centre



Day time and early evening programmes are still being well patronised despite the cooler weather.  The New Image classes for our mature age patrons are once again proving to be a popular winter programme.



Health and Fitness Suite



A promotion was instigated in June to attract new members offering a $50, 1 month membership resulting in 120 new members and 50 renewals.  This will be followed up in July offering those new members a discounted 12 month membership.



Sporting Competitions



Enrolments for the July holiday programmes are going well.  The holiday sports activities having their highest enrolments in 2 years.



Zone



Approximately 20 applications have been received from potential regular user groups for the Flinders Park Community Centre.

School Holiday Programme

Leisure Course Programmes



Enrolments have begun for the Term 3 1996 Leisure Courses at Warwick Leisure Centre. Over 80 courses are being offered for adults and children, ranging from 8 week courses to one day workshops.



Book Week 1996



Local schools are now enrolling in activities for Bookweek 1996, to be held at Warwick Leisure Centre from August 19 � 23. The programme is a joint undertaking of the City of Wanneroo, Library and Information Services of W.A. and the Education Department, and involves schools taking part in storytelling, cartooning, circus and arts and crafts activities.      



NORTH WARD ZONE



Gumblossom Community Centre



New recreational opportunities offered at the Gumblossom Community Centre over the month of June include Indoor Soccer, Bootscooting and children's vacation activities.  The vacation activities involve a comprehensive range of sessional junior sporting activities including basketball coaching and games, indoor soccer, badminton coaching, junior volleyball coaching and tennis coaching. July Kids Holiday Programme



The July Holiday Programme is shaping up to be one of the most successful kids programme run at the centre. Many activities are already fully patronised with extra classes scheduled. A successful relationship has been formed with local primary schools resulting in information on activities at the Centre being dispersed throughout the local community.



Direct Mail Marketing Strategies



Last term the Centre trialed a new marketing technique of direct mailing brochures to participants in the previous terms programme. This strategy will be implemented again this term with improvements in certain areas in an attempt to increase Leisure Course Programme re�enrolment numbers and resultant income to the Centre.

New Signage



New signs have been put up on the Recreation Centre, vastly improving its visibility.  Computer cut letters have been placed above the entrance, as well as a small sign near the entrance.  A large and colourful sign has been placed on the north west corner of the centre, which is highly visible from the entrance road.



Mildenhall Renovations



Recreation centre staff are presently working closely with Mildenhall user groups and the Duncraig Senior Citizen group in order to accommodate these groups during the renovations scheduled for later this year.  Sorrento Community Hall will be used in the main, as well as Percy Doyle Clubrooms and the Recreation Centre itself.  The Duncraig Senior Citizens may also work in with the Greenwood/Warwick Senior Citizen group as well.



Parking Problems



Parking continues to be a problem at the Recreation Centre.  Additional parking bays have been listed in the draft budget.  With the increased number of courses and sporting competitions on offer at the Centre, patronage has increased giving rise to the demand for more parking.

Attendance Figures



Aquamotion achieved its highest ever attendance figures during the 1995/96 financial year with 196,983.  Although disappointed due to not reaching the goal of 200,000 visits, it reflects the continuous improvement of the Centre systems by staff.



Aquamotion Shutdown



Staff have been extremely busy preparing for the impending shutdown of Aquamotion during July.  It is anticipated that the shutdown results will greatly benefit Aquamotion's patrons and make the Centre more marketable to non users.



WANNEROO RECREATION CENTRE



Term 3 Leisure Experiences Programme



Against market trends Wanneroo Recreation Centres Term 3 Leisure Experience programme was the busiest ever.  The direct marketing technique employed in Shopping Centre displays and a wider range of programming seems to be paying dividends.



Centre Maintenance



Wanneroo Recreation Centre will also be undergoing some maintenance and repair works in July.  The sports hall floor will be upgraded to include new line marking and fixtures.  This will allow more flexibility in the programming of sports at the facility.



YOUTH SERVICES



YOUTH FEST



This year's "One Drum Different Beats" Youth Fest attracted a large amount of interest when it was held at Lakeside Joondalup Shopping Centre.  The Festival, held on 22 June 1996, was extremely successful.  Two stages offered non�stop entertainment from 9.00am to 4.00pm.  The "Great Space" provided a venue for school and local community groups to perform and compete for cash prizes and $100 vouchers donated by the shopping centre management.



Local young musicians provided entertainment on the stage set up outside the East Mall for that purpose.  Local service providers set up displays throughout the Shopping Centre.



The Minister for Family and Children's Services, Mrs Cheryl Edwardes, represented the Premier and Minister for Youth at a lunch and forum for local youth service providers on the day.  This forum was also addressed by Councillor Freame who represented the Mayor.



An evaluation is currently being compiled by Youth Fest co�ordinator, Mr Darryl Milovchevich.

YOUTH FORUM � YANCHEP�TWO ROCKS



A further youth forum conducted at Yanchep�Two Rocks identified isolation and lack of safe entertainment options as the predominant issues for young people in this area.  Blue Light Discos were successfully held until recently at the Recreation Centre at Two Rocks, but were withdrawn due to lack of community support.  The information gathered will be collated for further action.



ANCHORS YOUTH CENTRE



Anchors Youth Centre has successfully completed two Fast Track programmes (through Belridge and Ocean Reef High Schools) with a 100% completion rate.



The school holiday programme is fully booked (50 young participants).  Referrals have been made to other programmes and a waiting list has been started for the October school holidays.



New programmes starting next term include:  "Try a New Craft" challenge with cultural development grant funding; a young women's programme in conjunction with Whitfords Youth Information Centre; and a programme for recent school leavers and the newly unemployed in conjunction with Belridge High School funded through the WA Department of Training.



There has been a consistent increase in the demand for formal and informal services offered by Anchors.

SUMMARY



Council, at its meeting on 28 February 1996, resolved to revoke Wanneroo Football and Sporting Club's lease on the clubrooms at Reserve No. 28058, Kingsway Sporting Complex, once the formation of a sports club, capable of assuming management responsibilities, is completed.



This report outlines progress made towards this objective.



BACKGROUND



Councillors will recall that the proposal to restructure the lease arrangements became necessary because the Wanneroo Football and Sporting club was unable to honour its financial commitment to Council.



Since February 1996, Council officers have been involved in discussions with a number of clubs regarding their participation in the proposed sports club.  As a result of these discussions, six clubs have emerged as prospective members.  These clubs are:



	Wanneroo Football and Sporting Club

	Superoos Dart Club

	Wanneroo Baseball Club

	Wanneroo Sportsmans Cricket Club

	Kingsway Athletics Centre

	Joondalup Giants Rugby League Club



Discussions thus far have centred on the following topics:



.	Ground Usage



	Whilst the formation of the sports club is not contingent on use of the sports ground adjacent to the clubrooms, its availability is obviously an important factor in these negotiations



	Joondalup Rugby Club and Wanneroo Football Club plan to share the ground during winter, with Wanneroo Baseball Club, Wanneroo Sportsmans Cricket Club and Kingsway Athletics Centre sharing it during the summer season.



.	Appointment of Steering Committee



	The clubs have appointed a steering committee to discuss all aspects of the sports club formation.  This committee is being driven by the clubs, which have appointed a chairperson and minute taker.  The committee is meeting on a fortnightly basis.



	A Council officer is attending these meetings in an ex�officio capacity.



The Steering Committee has now progressed to the stage where issues such as finances, constitution, and composition of the sports club board are being discussed.



A further report on the progress of these arrangements will be presented in due course.
