Schools are encouraged to exhibit their designs at school and select suitable entries for
submission to the City for judging. A maximum of six entries will be accepted from each school.

The designs are required to be in portrait orientation on paper which is approximately A2 size.
Designs made to scale will transfer more successfully to the digital display. The artwork can be
in any medium.

The winning design, as chosen by the City, will be photographed and sent to WALGA for display
at the iconic digital tower at the heart of Yagan Square, Perth alongside 100 other WA local
government artworks.

Completed competition artworks should be delivered to the School Liaison Officer at Joondalup
Library no later than Friday 2 June 2023. Due to strict timetabling the submission deadline
cannot be extended.
